THE SHORE LINE-

We published yesterday a statement, 
copied from the Bangor Commercial,that 
tlio work of constructing the Shore Line 
through Maine was to be proceeded with 
shortly, as the company formed to pur­
chase the Grand Southern and build the 
Shore Line had determined to accept the 
oflers made to them by the towns along 
the route. The stockholders of the Shore 
Line are to meet at St. George on Thurs­
day, so that the report in regard to the 
early prosecution of the work of construc­
tion may be quite correct. If so the 
people of St. John will have good reason 
to be well pleased. The Shore Line, 
when completed,will reduce the distance 
to Bangor and consequently to Boston 
very considerably. It will give us 
an alternative line to the West, which 
in itself will he no small advantage; and 
it will insure us a regular and efficient 
service over the Grand Southern, which 
must become in time a road of great im­
portance for local traffic. As the short­
est line we have to St. Stephen, Calais 
Bangor and other towns of Maine, the 
new line becomes at once an object of 
interest, nor does there seem to be any 
good reason why, by an arrangement 
with the New' Brunswick Railway, St. 
John should not thus have the shortest 
possible connexion with the great water­
ing place of the future, St. Andrews.

There was quite a debate last evening 
in Parliament on the proposal of Mr. 
Platt, that all grains and seeds which do 
not ripen in Canada, hut which are now 
largely imported and sold for the pro­
duction of food for cattle, under the 
ensilage system of finding, should ho 
placed on the free list. The seed grain 
that it is most desired to have admitted 
free of duty is corn for fodder, which is 
now largely fed ont to cattle in winter in 
the form of ensilage. Mr. Bowel 1 seemed 
to he of the opinion that it would 
lie impracticable to carry out Mr. Platt’s 
idea, liecause corn for seed could not 
well be distinguished from any 
other corn; hut Mr. Foster, at a later 
period of the debate, expressed the opini­
on that the discussion would do good,and 
said the Government would take the 
proposal into consideration. It is not at 
all improbable that this discussion may 
lead to some important changes in the 
tariff. The proposal to admit seed corn 
free was supported by General Laurie 
and one or two other Conservative mem­
bers. The duty on corn,and corn meal has 
always been viewed with disfavor in the 
Maritime Provinces, because it appeared 
like a tax on food, Canada not being a 
corn growing country. Last year we im- 
jHirted from the United States, 2,311,757 
bushels of corn, and 133,575 barrels of 
com meal, 
on both being $227,215. Nearly all 
the corn meal came to the 
Maritime Provinces, and the share of the 
duty paid by these provinces on corn and 
corn meal amounted to $89,000. The peo­
ple of the Maritime Provinces would be 
well pleased to have the duties on corn 
and corn meal removed, and if such a 
change could not be made, to have the 
com duty abolished so that corn could be 
imported and ground here for local use* 
Com can be produced so cheaply in the 
Western States that we can never hope 
to grow corn in competition with them 
bat with cheaper corn and corn meal we 
might do much more in the fattening of 
cattle and hogs than is now possible.

Hon. Mr, Laurier asked if the papers 
on the subject would lie laid before the 
house before that time.

Sir John said they would likely he 
presented tomorrow.

In answer to Sir Richard, it was stated 
by Sir John Moenonald that the capital 
exjienditure upon the Intercolonial rail­
way from 1st July, 1888, to March 1st 
1889, was $410,000.

Sir John Thompson, in answer to Mr. 
Cook, said Senator J. R. Gowan was the 
same person who was judge from 1843 
to 1883. On account of his retirement lie 
he received the allowance provided for 
by law, $1,733 a year. He was in receipt 
of his retiring allowance since liefore his 
appointment to the senate.

In answer to Mr. Cameron, Sir John 
Macdonald said the fifty thousand dollars 
deposited by the sureties otSims it Slatt­
ery on the Cape Breton railway contract 
had been released In October last a bond 
being received from the sureties in which 
they agreed to meet all claims against the 
contractors.

Mr. Bergin continued and concluded 
liis speech commenced on Wednesday 
last, concerning the Cornwall canal, and 
criticising the management of that work 
by the chief engineer of canals, Mr. Page.

Sir John Macdonald, in assenting to 
the motion for the papers asked for, said 
the government had every confidence in 
Mr. Page. Personally he had a high 
respect for the common sense, experience 
and professional skill of that officer, an d 
this opinion was borne out by verbal and 
other reports received at different times 
from eminent members of the engineer­
ing profession, who had spoken very 
highly of Mr. Page.

Mr. Platt moved the house into com­
mittee of the whole to consider the fol­
lowing resolution: “That it is expedient 
to remove the duty on, .and place upon 
the free list, all grains and seeds which 
do not ripen in Canada, but which are 
now largely imported and sown for the 
production of food for cattle, under the 
system of feeding called soiling and 
ensilage now largely adopted by the 
farmers of Canada.” Speaking in sup­
port of his motion, he denied that this 
was intended as an attack upon the na­
tional policy or any part of a conspiracy 
against it.

Hon. Mckenzie Bowell pointed out that 
the duty here complained of amounted 
to only a nominal sum all told for the 
whole Dominion. The motion just made 
was altogether too indefinite to be prac­
ticable tn any event He was sure that 
any agitation in the country over this 
matter, if indeed there was any agitation 
in any part, had been raised by politici­
ans promoting a piecemeal attack upon

,u

dian grown grain.
Mr. Scriver spoke in support of the 

resolution.
General Laurie, speaking as one having 

a large practical interest in the question, 
advocated the full admission of corn re­
quired for ensilage purposes.

Hon. Geo. E. Foster said the question 
was well worth looking into, and he 
would confer with the minister of cus­
toms to see if it was possible to do any­
thing in the direction asked for.

Mr. Kirkpatrick said by use of this en­
silage system five or six cows could he 
fed all winter by the product of one acre 
of corn. He thought the government 
should do its best to encourage the sys­
tem, which was destined to confer a 
great boon upon the farming community.

Hon. Mr. Bowell said he was quite dis­
posed to do whatever lay in his power 
to encourage the ensilage system,and if it 
was found practicable to do anything in 
the direction of the resolution it would 
be done. As, however, the government 
could not accept the resolution as it stood, 
he asked that the mover withdraw it.

Dr. Platt then withdrew the resolution.
Mr. Flynn moved for correspondence 

in connection with Laidoiae breakwater 
in Richmond county. He abused the 
government at great length for not spend­
ing more money in his constituency and 
claimed that his county was made to suf­
fer for not supporting the government. 
Hon. A. G. Jones and Mr. Kirk followed 
in the same line.

Mr. Cameron said that as these gentle­
men had made a comparison between 
the works constructed in their counties 
and in Inverness, which he represented, 
lie wished to point out that in the matter 
of |harbors their constituencies were 
much more kindly treated by nature and 
did not need artificial aids to navigation 
so badly as his did.

Mr. Burdet, in moving for 
the subject, strongly advocatcd'the grant 
of assistance towards building a drill 
hall at Belleville.

At 10.50; Sir Hector Langevin moved 
the adjournment of the house, as lie said 
there would be a very late sitting to­
morrow.
