livered at” the quarterly meeting of the

British Columbia Fruit Growers’ Asso-
ciation held in the' Agricultural hall,
Duncans; on Tuesday” eveéning. Thomas
A. Brydon, of- Victeria, the president
of ‘the’ association, occupied the chair,
and among visitors from outside points
were J. C. Metcalfe, of Hammong;
Maxwell Smith, Dominion fruit in-
spector, Central park; Henry Kipp, of
Chilliwack, and Secretary W. J. Brand-
rith, of Ladner.

The first speaker was J. C. Metcalfe,
one of the pioneer and most successful
small fruit growers of the mainland.
His address was listened to with great
attention and being an epitome of ac-
tual experience ‘contained many valu-
able suggestions.

Henry Kipp next spoke on the cul-
tivation of orchard trees, illustrated
by specimens of pruning. Both speak-
ers were compelled to reply to a num-
ber of questions at the close of their
addresses.

THE INSURANCE INQUIRY.
Assistant Actuary of North American
Life Gives Evidence.

Toronto, Ont., May 23.—D. E. Kil-
gour, assistant actuary of the North
American Life Assurance Company
since 1900, was put in the witness box
at the insurance commission this
morning. He was examined as to the
systems used by the ¢ompany for the
distribution of profits. He said that
as far as he knew no record had been
kept of the basis upon which profits
were divided previous to 1900. He had
not considered the keeping of such re-
cords of great importance, and they
were probably. destroyed.

Regarding the payments of profits to
policyholders, witness said he preferred
the deferred dividend system. A policy-
holder who received profits paid year-
ly and then dropped out, received pro-
fits out of proportion to the premiums
he paid in. He could see no reason for
compelling companies to pay profits
every year or even every five years.

Agents Stirring Up Hatred Against the
Nobles and Landlords—Rumored
Resigoation of Premier.

St. Petersburg, May 25.—Premier
Goremykin went to Peterhof this
morning to secure the Emperor’s final
approval of the general statement of
the government’s policy which the
cabinet has prepared in answer to the
address of the lower house of parlia-
ment, in reply to the speech from ' the
throne.

As the statement will probably have
to run the gauntlet of the Count Cam-
arilla, the premier, it is believed, is
not likely to be able to return here in
time to deliver it this afternoon.

The plan advocated by the majority
of the constitutional democrates is that
if the-premier’'s speech is found to- be
unsatisfactory, a vote of lack of con-
fidence in the ministry will be passed,
thus forcing upon the government the
issue of supplanting the cabinet with
one more in harmony with the party
and the lower house. If this course is
followed, unless the Emperor is pre-
pared to yield immediately, it is sure
to hasten a conflict.

In spite of the moderate counsels of
the leaders of the constitutional demo-
crats are being pressed on by the de-
nuneciations of the radical elements to-
wards an open rupture, revolutionary
activity is increasing throughout the
country and the papers representing
the radical groups, which were sudden-
ly allowed to resume publication, are
taking advantage of the license grant-
ed them to indulge in the bitterest at-
tacks not only on the government, but
on parliament, and there is evidence
that revolutionary emissaries are trav-
elling through the country stirring up
hatred against the nobles and land-
lords and encouraging the peasants to
strike for the ostensible purpose of
forcing parliament to hasten the dis-
tributing of land.

INCREASING CAPITAL.

Me=>ting of Directors of the Imperial
Bank.

Toronto, May 23.—At to-day’'s an-
nual meeting of the Imperial Bank, au-
thority was given the directors to~in-
crease the capital stock from $4,000,000
to $5,000,000, and the board of directors
was increased from eight to eleven
members. Authority will be required
from parliament to increase the capi-
tal, as the $4,000,000 already authorized
has been all issued, the last million
having been put out in June, 1905. No
announcement was made as to the fu-
ture rate of dividend, but remarks of
the president were taken to mean that
no change should be expected. If the
new capital is all put out in one issue
at 209, it will be in the proportion of
one new share to four old and give
rights at current prices worth 519 per
share.

A by-law was passed to enable the
directors to pay a substantial salary to
the president if Mr. Wilkie at any time
considers it necessary to seek relief
from the heavier duties of the general
managership. But the passage: of
the by-law does not contemplate any
such change for some time, and_ was,
in fact, precautionary. The Imperial
Bank stock was firmer on the Toronto
Exchange, indicating that any disap-
pointment about the dividend rate was
more than allayed by the prospects of
the future.

REFUSES DEHANDS
OF LOWER HOUSE

Censtitutional Democrats Will Present
Resolntion Calling for Resxgnat'ov
of Cabinet.

St. Petersburg, May 26.—The expec-
tation that - Premier Goremiyken’s
statement of the government’s pro-
gramme would be utterly unfavorable
caused, great excitement at the open-
ing of the lower house of parliament
this afternoon.

Both the Constitutional Democrats
and the labor groups, in anticipation
of its wunsatisfactory tenor, .drafted
resolutions expressing lack of confi-
dence in the government, which they
are prepared to move as soon as the
reading is finished. :

The resolution of the Constituthmal
Democrats, which was adopted at a
caucus this morning, is as follows:

‘“Inasmuch as the answer of the
government contradicts the demand ex-
pressed in the address of the lower
house of parliament, the party of the
people’s liberty (Constitutional Demo-
crats) expresses complete distrust in
the cabinet, desires its immediate
resignation and proceeds with the or-
der of the day.”

The labor party’s resolution is- of
similar purport, but is couched ' in
stronger terms, demanding, instead of
desiring, the dismissal of the cabinet
and the formation of a responsible
ministry from the parliamentary ma-
jority.

Firm Reply.

St. Petersburg, May 26.—(2.25 p.m.)—
Premier Goremyken’s speech, which
was unexpectedly firm in tone, pro-
duced such a very bad imoression that
a conflict is now considered inevitable.
To the demands made in the address
of the lower house in reply to the
speech from the throne, it was almost
a complete non-possumus. It reiterat-
ed that general amnesty was impos-
sible, but promised the release as
rapidly as possible of those who had
been arrested by administrative or-
ders.

There could be no question, it was
pointed out, of the abolition of the
council of the Empire, or upper house,
as that is an institution covered by the
fundamental law and is beyond the
competence of parliament.

Most important of all, the Premier
declared that the basis for a solution
of the agrarian problem proposed by
the lower house was completely impos-
sible. There could be no forced expro-
priation of land. He promised, how-
ever, the -distribution of some of the
appanges of state demains, and out-
lined a broad programme before popu-
lar education, the revision of the tax
laws and the institution of political
liberty.

Scene in House.

St. Petersburg, May 26.—The House
was more crowded than on the opening
Gay, with every member in his seat
and the press and public galleries
crowded, when Premier Goremykin
read to the lower house of parliament
the expected declaration of the govern-
ment’s policy, pronouncing the Im-
perial negative on the most cherished
hopes and plans of the people’s rep-
resentatives.

In the Imperial box sat Grand Duke
Nicholas Nickolaevitch following the
proceedings with the keenest interest.
There was scarcely standing room in
the section assigned to members of the
upper house, and the premier and the
entire cabinet with the exception of
Vice-Admiral Biriloff, minister of
marine, and Lieut.-General Rudiger,
minister of war, occupied seats on the
ministerial benches.

The scene before the opening was one
of great but suppressed xcitement.
All present were aware that the re-
sponse would utterly fail to meet the
wishes of the lower house, and a hum
of eager discussion as to the effect of
the resolutions expressed lack of con-
fidence in the government, which the
Constitutional Democrats and the
labor party had drafted in advance,
filled the hall and corridors.

The tinkle of President Mouromt-
seff’s bell calling the session to order
stilled the House into instant silence,
whereupon without waiting for fur-
ther preliminaries Premier Goremykin
began reading the governmental de-
clarations. The reading, which was as
rapid as if the premier had been in a
hurry to get through with a disagree-
able task, lasted eighteen minutes.

The members meanwhile sat stolidly
silent and when the premier had finish-
ed and bowed to the assembly not a
murmur of ~ approval was heard
throughout the hall, where the pages
immediately began to distribute print-
ed copies of the speech.

Will House Be Dissolved?

St. Petersburg, May 26.—4.40 p.m.—It
is rumored in the corridors of the
lower housc that Premier Goremykin
has in his pocket a mandate for the
dissolution of parliament.
