To the Officers and Members of the Vie-
toria Trades and Labor Council:

Gentlemen:—In compliance with the in-
structions contained in your letter dated
February 4th, 1907, I Visited the office of
the British Columbia Marine Railway
Company and had an interview with the
manager, F. Bullen, regarding his con-
tract with the Dominion government for
the building of the new nydrographic
steamer. He says that the contract calls
for all work on the ship to be done here,
as far as the capacity of his shipyard
will permit, and he requested me to as-

sure the council that he intended to carry |

out the contract to the letter. A special
make of boiler and engine were demanded,
and these would be imported from Eng-

land; but the work of fitting both engines |

and boilers would be done here by
labor,
