The schooner Auroro, with her crew
af treasure-seekens, who have since the
beginning of April last been away from
port on an unnsuccessful expedxt.xon to
Cocos Island, ‘one of the little 1slan.ds
in the Pacific oeean, in search of a hid-
den treasure thought to have been bur-
jed on that island many years ago, re-
turned to Victoria this morning ‘w1th her
flag flying at half-mast, showing that
the fell reaper had been at work on
board the vessek  One of the crew, Jas.
Dempster, he
p‘artl; on nccount of His.failing heajth—
he* being ‘a victim of asthma—haviag
dicd on August 2nd, while they: were
returning from the isfand. He was
given a sailer’s buriel, the body ‘.bemg
sewn up in a sail and lowered with ‘a
weirht attached into "the Pacific.
taix{ W. McDougall read the ‘burial ser-
vice as the body was ¢ommitted to the
deep, all hands standing sorrowfully by
with uncovered heads. :

Charles Harford, an American watch-
maker, soldier and adventiurer, who has
been living on the island for the past
nine months engaged in the same busi-
ness ihat took Capt. Hackett and his
men (o tke island. He says that he has
been successful, in fact he stated to a
representative of the Times that he
could go right now and lay his
hand on $30,000,000. Being afraid that
it would cost him his life if he umearth-
ed it without being protected, he is wait-
ing a proper time before he takes it
from the earth. Haiford has papers
signed by the Costa Riean minister,
Juan J. Ulloa, for the Costa Rican gov-
ernment, granting him, a ¢oncession to
search for the hidden treasure on the
island, and providing that if he is sue-
cessful he is to give two-fifthe of the
fihd to the government of Costa Ricd,
while the other three-fifths was to be-
come his property.+ This concession,
which was written in Spanish, was dated
Auguet 24th, 1896, and soon after receiv-

{ was furnished by an 0ld sea captain who
died recently in’Cape Breton. In’ early
days this hardy ‘Cape Bretoner was cap-
tain' of ‘a' schooner trading along the
coast  of “Mexico and.

While on oné of these trading voyages
he heard of the wealth which had been
deposited on Cocos'island, and also secur-

tion. ' The next time the schooner left

| trading crnise, but as Boon as she got
away from land her bow was directed
for the golden island in the Pacifie; The
captain’s information was sufficiently ac-
curate to direct them to where the treas-
ure was hidden, and they uncovered suffi-
cient gold to not only make the captain
and crew wealthy but their relations as
well.
