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TALKS ABOUT COAL PST
5m:'Subject a Congenial One Because He Is 

Largely Interested in Big 
Mine.
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After an extended trip to England on 
business of considerable importance and 
a tour of America and Canada, Alex.
Ross, manager of the Walls End Col­
liery Company, of Newcastle, New South j 
Wales, one of the largest coal mining j 
concerns of that place, arrived here on 
Tuesday night. Since his arrival in Am­
erica Mr. Ross has devoted some time 
to a study of the commercial conditions 
of this great country and is of the opin­
ion that the most important move that 
could possibly be made for its prosperity 
would be the establishment of a better 
understanding between capital and the 
working men.

Of course Mr. Ross is particularly in­
terested in the coal industry and although 
his tour of the United States and Can­
ada has necessarily been somewhat cur­
tailed he has contrived to find time to 
acquire considerable information about 
the coal industries of this country. He 
is much impressed with the Crow’s Nest 
properties, which he visited on the way 
to the Coast.

Before leaving he will visit the New 
Vancouver Coal Company’s properties at 
Nanaimo, and also the mines at Exten­
sion and Union. He is much impressed 
with the mineral resources of this prov­
ince and predicts a future of great com­
mercial activity on the Coast.

The Walls End Company, with which 
Mr. Ross is connected, mines about 1,600 
tons of coal a day. Over 700 men and 
boys are employed and the miners are 
paid by the ton. The coal is bitumfbous 
and there is sufficient in sight to keep 
the mine in operation for years. One 
of the chief objects of Mr. Ross’s visit 
to the Old Country was to purchase new 
machinery for the mines. The company, 
he says, intends extending operations 
considerably so that the output of coal 
from Australia will be increased by no 
small figure in the near future, 
newly purchased plant is likely 
its way from England to Newcastle.

“It was my intention,” said Mr. Ross,
“to inspect the great coal mining indus­
try of Pennsylvania, but when I arrived 
in America the strike was on and I was 
disappointed.” This gave rise to a refer­
ence of the baneful effects of the strike, 
and the visitor expressed himself in 
undecided way on this question. He saidi 
“A strike is disastrous both to the pro­
prietors and to the men, and both sides, 
for their own protection, should adopt 
some reasonable means for their preven­
tion. We have had our experience with 
them in New South Wales and hope we 
have had the last. About a year ago 
compulsory arbitration was adopted in 
New South Wales and since that time 
there have been no disagreements be­
tween the proprietors and the men. We 
have not even had occasion to put the 
new system to a test, but if such 
ension does arise I have no doubt of its 
efficiency.” Continuing, he expressed the 
opinion that the great difficulty in Am­
erica was lack of understanding between 
capital and labor. Another practice in 
this country which Mr. Ross did not like
wak the great combination of capital. 1 LAID BEFORE GOVERNMENT.
Such a thing was not known in Austra­
lia, he says, except on a very small scale.
On only one occasion could he remember 
a combine of any note being formed. The 
coal companies of New South Wales once 
joined for the purpose of keeping up the 
prices of coal When the trade slacken- 
e i and prices had to come down the com­
bine was dissolved.

Steamer Manauense, formerly of this 

port, expects. to leave Seattle for the 
eastern coast of Siberia to-day. 
carries food and trading supplies for the 
trading posts of the Northeastern Siber­
ian Company, with which the Northwest- 

Commercial Company is interested 
in the development of concessions secured 
for that section of the Russian empire 
from the Czar of Russia.

The Manauense will go direct for the 
East Cape of Siberia on the Chilkoo.t 
Peninsula, thence to St. Lawrence Bay, 
where she will pick up some forty miners 
and engineers who have been prospecting 
the country for the company, thence to 
Vladimar to leave supplies and pick up 
products of the company, thence to Vet- 
ropavlovsk and Vladivostok. At the last 
named place she will leave her passen­
gers and from there she will return to 
Seattle. The voyage is one of about 
9,000 miles and will consume about two 
months.

Captain Cousins 
reports that last Friday, off the Oregon 
coast, the atmosphere was so thick with 
smoke and ashes that he was compelled 
to go forty miles seaward out of his 
course, in order to avoid the disagree- 

„ able mass. The smoke hung over many 
miles of the coast but little fire could 

1 b0 seen on land from the Umatilla’s
-deck.

Speaking of the occurrence Captain N. 
E. Cousins of the Umatilla is quoted in 
the Examiner as saying: “It was at

<6:30 on the morning of the 12th that the 
sky began suddenly to darken. We were 
then about twenty miles off shore and 
twenty-three miles south of Cape Flat­
tery. It grew steadily darker, and at 
S o’clock the sun was totally obscured. 
At 10:40 the darkness was intense ex­
cept for a red glare in the sky, and the 
lights had to be lit in order to see the 

• compass. Gray ashes sifted down con­
tinually on deck and the sky appeared 
one mass of fire. From horizon to hori­
zon the heavens seemed dyed in brightest 
vermilion. The water reflected the glare 
in the sky and it appeared that we were 
cutting through a sea of blood. The air 
was hot and choking. After steaming 
for fifty-four miles the sky gradually 
turned a grayish hue. It was noon when 
we again saw the sun. I thought that 
perhaps some volcano had been in erup­
tion on shore, 
somewhat perturbed, though no one was 
frightened. The sight of the blood-red 
heavens, the crimson sea and the dull 

’black haze spread all over was the most 
strangely beautiful and awe-inspiring 
•sight that I have ever witnessed.”

WILL MAINTAIN A PATROL.
Sealers, operating on the Russian 

-coast next year, or in other words off the 
coasts of Copper or Behring islands, will 
require to be specially watchful of the 
waters in which they cruise. If caught 
in territorial waters they will be nab­
bed and, as in years gone by, placed in 
•charge of a prize crew and taken off to 
Siberia. Word has been conveyed to 
the Russian government of poaching 
along her shores during the past year,

■comes from Odessa that effective meas­
ures will be taken during the coming 
year to stop the nefarious doings of 
sealers. A patrol of fast gunboats will 
bo established, and ary schooner found 
trespassing will be seized with little

This news will have no direct appli­
cation to the sealers which go from Vic­
toria, for the catches of the past year 
obtained on the Russian coast are alone 
sufficient proof of the fact that their 
crews had not raided the islands, but the 
intelligence will be of great interest to 
Japanese sealers. They had boasted of 
what exceptionally good luck they have 
enjoyed, and have more than once dur­
ing the season conveyed the impression 
that they were poaching.

During the last few years vessels of 
the Russian warship fleet have seldom 
made their appearance on Pacific waters, 
but their aggressive work local sealers 
Iiave just reason to remember. Several 
of the home fleet were made prisoners, 
and their crews sent- home on the most 
flimsy of excuses. They were captured 

when not in territorial waters and 
their crews subjected to considerable ill- 
treatment. The Russian government, 
however, had to pay handsomely 
actions of its cruisers.

SILO DISMASTED.
The German three-masted barque Silo, 

which is en route to the Roads from 
Capetown, via the Orient, is not likely 
to reach here for many weeks yet. The 
vessel reached Nagasaki, according to 

received by the Empress of Indianews
yesterday, early last month in tow of the 
Mitau Bishi Company’s steamer Oura 
Maru in almost a wrecked condition.

The Silo left Capetown in ballast on 
June 12th, bound for Vancouver. Her 
voyage was uneventful, and good pro­
gress was made until, on July 31st, she 
sighted Northeast Luzon—that region of 
wicked weather. There she fell foul of 
a typhoon, which reft here of her fore 
and main masts, ahd carried away the 
upper half of the mizzen mast. She wal­
lowed helplessly for several days, drift­
ing at the mercy of wind and tide. A 
jury mast was rigged, and some sort of 
control was obtained over the vessel. She 
thus travelled until, 20 miles off Fnkuye, 
she met the O. S. K. S. Daito-maru on 
her way to Moji. She spoke the Daito- 
maru, asking to be reported in distress 
to the German consul at Nagasaki. The 
O. S. K. vessel accordingly dispatcher} 
a message from Moji, and. the German 
consul here communicated with the Mitsu 
Bishi Company, who, on the 20th inst., 
sent out their Yugac-maru to the relief. 
The Yugao-maru, however, was absolute­
ly unable to find the damaged barque, 
and had to return to Nagasaki with this 
disturbing report. Then a telegram was 
sent to the Oara-maru at Obama, bid­
ding her to do her best in the matter. 
As the Oura-mnm neared Iwoshima, out­
side Nagasaki harbor, she came upon the 
Silo, and promptly took her in tow.
