ON FHIRGT TRIP

Canadian Northern Liner Now
On Initial Voyage From
Bristol To Quebec—Speedy
And Well Equipped.

London, May 13.—Another import-
ant link between England and Canada
and incidentally the United States was
effected yesterday when the Royal Ed-
ward, of the Royal Line steamed out of
Bristol for Quebec, inaugurating the
new Atlantic transportation service
organized by the Canadian Northern
aRilway. The second steamship, the
Royal George, will depart from Bristol
on May 26.

It is possible that later the mew
line will have a share of the subsidiz-
ed mail service carried by the steam-
ships of the Canadian Pacific line and
the Allan line, so that ultimately there
will be a regular mail service to Can-
ada twice instead of once a week as
at present. By arrangement with the
British postal authorities the Royal
fBdward will carry mail tomorrow,

The new service has been design-
ated the Royal Line. Besides the two
already mentioned, a third vessely
Royal Soveseign, will soon be placed
in commigsion. The Royal Edward and
the Royal George are expected to
prove the fastest vessels in the Can-
adian trade.

The Royal Edward gave a taste of
her speed when completing her trials
on the Clyde, after having undergone
alterations and Iimprovements at the
hands of her original builders. She
averaged twenty-one knots and on the
run to Bristol, despite the fact that a
stiff northwesterly breeze was blowing
and a heavy sea running, she main.
tained that speed. There was not the
slightest vibration noticeable, and she
behaved splendidly, the guests num-
bering two hundred, being delighted
with the steadiness and comfort of
the vessel.

in Forty Miles Of Province.

New Brunswick is entirely free from
the inroads of the brown tail moth.
Mr. William Mcintosh who has been
employed by the agricultural depart-
ment of the local Government to make
a thorough search throughout the pro-'
vince for any signs of the brown tail
moth, returned to the city yesterday
on his last trip for the spring.

To a Standard reporter last evening
Mr. McIntosh sald that not the slight-
est sign of the little brown pests
could be found. He had recently visit-
ed St. Andrews, St. Stephen, St.
George and several other points. Short
talks were delivered and charts pre-
pared by the Government showing the
moth in the different stages of its de-
velopment were left at the different
schools.

Of Brown Tail Moth

William Mcintosh Returned Yesterday From Search For
Pests Throughout The Province—Report That Insects Had
Appeared In St. Andrews Proven Groundless—None With-

last evening, he had received a letter
he sald, from there, enclosing a
specimen of the alleged brown moth,
which proved to be of a different and
quite harmless species. The moth
is now within 40 miles of the province
in the State of Maine and it has
also found its way into Nova Scotia.
The average person can scarcely
comprehend or even realize the vast
amount of damage which would re-
sult if the moths in question once got
a foothold in the province. They
would practically destroy all kinds of
trees and shrubbery, and have been
known to even devour smaller plants.
When once they fmmigrate to a place,
it is the most difficult thing to get
rid of them. In five years one nest
alone would breed on a conservative
estimate, about thirty billien of
meoths, They are creating consider-
able damage in Maine at present, and
the State authorities are expending
thousands of dollars to have them ex-
terminated. The greatest danger of
the moths making their way into the
province was that they could be car-
ried in clothes and in similar ways.
