Medical Experts Tell of
Pantchenko  Securing

Deadly Disease Germs
«-Has No Denial,

—

Count Bouturlin Died
From Effects of Diph-
theria Toxin-- Brother-
in-law Implicated.

8t. Petersburg, Feb, 3. —Dr. Pant-
chenko, whose specialty he admits, has
been the removal by poisoning of un-
desirable relatives and enemies of
those who could pay his fees, told at
today's session of the murder trial of
how he secured his instruments of
death. The admission were brought
out in connection with the testimony
of medical witnesses,

Pantchenko, in common with Count
O'Brien De Lassy is xl\amvd with the
murder of De L 8 brotherin-law,
Count Bouturlin, the heir to several
millions which it is alleged De Lassy
coveted for his wife

Dr. Henvich, a veterinary employerd
at the pest laboratory in Kronstadt,
testified that the poisoner twide visit-
ed the laboratory where he obtained
several tubes of cholera anti-toxine,
which he represented were requirved
for scientific purposes,

At this point Pantchenko explained
to the court that De Lassy had fur-
nished him with money for the trip
1o Kronstadt and he added that he
guve the tubes of poison to the count.

Dr. Seabolotny, the plugue expert,
who recently returned from an inspec-
tion of China, was then called. [le
testified that Pantchenko had applied
1o him for diphtheria germs,

The witness gave him
in a fluid torm. Later
ialned that the fluid lacked Killing
power, but this was unknown to Paut.
chenko

Threw It Away,

Then the counsel s
er what he did with
the latter replied that
away.

Another to whom Pantchenko went
for poison was Dr. Edrzhehovski, the
latter being called testifying that the
doctor came 1o the institute of ex-
perimental medicine and asked for
diphtherial toxine., The witness gave
him several assay tubes and told him
the minimum non-fatal dose.

The presiding judge interrupted to
inguire what Pantchenko did with this
gupply of poison

For a moment there was the first
sllence in the court room, as the no-
forious murderer hesitated. Finally
he evaded the question saying that he
could reply to it later,

The results of the autopsy and a
microscopical examination of the in-
ternal organs from the body of Boa-
turlin were then laid before the court.
Publi¢ prosecutor addressing the medi
cal experts, asked whether they could
determine the cause of Bouturlin's
death, what poison had been employ
ed, and the effect of the treatment
given by Dr. Cogan who had attended
the count after he had received poison:
ous injections at the hand of Pantch-
enke. The professors retired for a
consuliation.

“The picture of the malady and
death as revealed in the autopsy on
the body of Count Bouturlin speaks
of death by poisoning. The poison
employed could have been diphtherial
toxiu. If the blood infection had been
due to the use of an unsterilized hypo-
dermic needle, the picture of the ill-
ness and death conld have been en-
tirely different.”

In addressing the presiding
Judge he said:

“Pantchenko during the trial post-
poned hig explanations until the testi-
mony of the medical experts had been
conchided. Perhaps Pantchenko now
will find it possible to answer the
question whether he injected diphther-
fal toxin into Court Bouturlin.”

All eyes in the court room bhecame
focussed on Pantchenko, who slowly
yose from his seat and- stood silent
for several moments plucking his pat-
yiarchal beard with his_trembling fin-
gers. Finally he clasped. both hands
to: his forehead and answered in a
llouow voice:

“f don’t want to.”

This reply cansed a commotion in
the court room. A typewritten letter
fn French sent by De Lassy to Pant
cvhenko mnext was submitted to the
court. This letter seemed a sirong
bit of evidence against De Lasay, but
he declared he did not send it
