The schooner, In 
command of Capt. C. Irving McNeill, 
was loaded with hard pine and was 
on a voyage from Gulfport, Miss., to 
Loulsburg, C. B„ and ran ashore on 
the dangerous reefs at Cramp Keys, 
Fla. The vessel had not been very 
long hard and fast ashore when a 
lamp in the cabin was In some man­
ner overturned, and immediately the 
burning oil set fire to the woodwork 
and nothing could be done to quench 
the flames, bo quickly did they spread.

Captain McNeill and his crew had 
hardly time to save their lives and 
they did not reach the shore without 
considerable difficulty. The schooner 
was burned to the water's edge, and 
the owners, who only had the vessel 
partly insured, will suffer a severe 
loss.
