That Evil Be Corrected.

Chicago, Ill, Sept. 6.—Chicago is
overrun with “mashers.”” No girl, no
middle aged woman even, is immune
from their insults and advances. The
loop district is the principal scene ofy
these moral lepers' activities, says
the Record-Herald.

These decisions came after a care-
ful investigation following the receipt
of two letters by that newspaper, one
from a distracted mother; the other
from a telephone girl.

A ' careful inquiry into the basis
for these two indictments against
Chicago’s honor revealed these facts:
The loop district is infested daily
by hundreds of “mashers,” who ap-
proach girl workers and women shop
pers.

The “mashers’ ” operations are not
confined to night time, but, on the
contrary, women are approached on
their way to and from work in broad
daylight, forced to listen to insults
and laughed at if they threaten to
call policemen.

Fully a dozen corners are the daily
loafing places of these men, a major
ity of whom are ‘‘runners” for dis
orderly cafes.

The Wiison avenue; Thirty-first
street and Sixty-third street districts
are favorite haunts of these ‘“mash
ers” as well ag the loop district.
The letters appealing for aid in pro-
tecting Chicago's womanhood fead:—
“Can’t something be dofe to rid
Chicago of the brutes of men who
stop young girls. and even grown
women in the street and insult them?
“My little girl, who is eighteen
years old, and works in a doctor's
office downtown, has come home cry-
ing several nights and told me of
awful things strange men have said
to her.

“She almost runs from the building
where she works to the street car
every night to escape them. [ am sure
she is not the only girl who is so

“Every day when 1 go to and from
work I and many other girls are com-
pelled to stand for the insults of loat-
ers, who approach us and use foul
language. They stand at the street
corners and make insulting remarks
and even follow girls for blocks. It is
not only young snobs who do this but
old ones.

“These men congregate on the street
corners in broad daylight as well as at
night. I have had men force their at-
tentions upon me and walk beside me
for blgcks, making insulting remarks.
When I would say I would call a po-
liceman they would laugh at me.”
Chicago’'s amusement parks, and
even the city parks, were found to be
congested with “mashers.”” A major
ity of these are men without visibie
means of support,

The “mashing’ is not directed at
young girls only. These men mark
middle aged women as well for their
prey. At the recent National Educa-
tional Association Convention school
teachers made frequent complaints.
One, a middle aged woman from
down State, was “approached” on a
street car by a man, who grabbed her
by the arm and spoke insultingly to
her. She was forced to use her hand-
bag upon his head to release herseif.
The nickel theatres in the loop are
particular rendezvous: for “mashers.”
Outside these picture places crowds of
these men congregate and accost girls
and women entering or leaving.
