BRAVE IRISHMAN
WITH HEROES WHO
RETURNED TO CITY

Edward Clerry Denied 19
Years of His Age to Fight
for Union Jack—Party of
Returned Men Reach the

. City.

“Sh'ure me lad 1 want to die in the
country that I fought for and I'n go
back to England even though I have to
Wprk my passage over on a freighter,”
said Edward Clerry from County Cork,
Ireland, with a deep feeling of devo-
tion towards the land of the Union
Jack. Lying on his cot at the dis-
charge depot, the son of Erin, whose
loyalty to the Empire prompted him
to deny nineteen years of his age in
order to enlist, told The Standard rep-
sentative the following story:
When but a young man he left his
ive home to try his luck in Ameri

Shortly after his -arrival in this
country he married and as a result of
this marriage there were born three
daughters. Befpre going over to enlist
in the Royal Garrison Artillery he was
called upon to bury the last of a once
happy family. When the call to arms
sounded across the broad Atlantic this
man of Celtic blood hastened to New
York, caught the first steamer for
“home” and immediately upon his ar-
rival in England reported himself for.
service. His age was against him as]
he was fifty-six. With the expression(
of truthfulness the “old gent' gave his|
age at thirty-seven. “Accepted” said
the recruiting officer and with joy feat-
uring his countenance the veteram lin-
ed up for his kit. This was in the fall
of 1914. Since that time Cur. Clerry
has assisted in making world history.
He participated at all of the earlier en-
gagements and would still be in the
iray but his eyesight gave out on him
and he was obliged to leave younger
boys at his gun.

“I never had a chance to see Ire-|
land, my old home,” said the veteran!

I thought
1 might get over at Christmas time,
but I could not,” concluded the soldier
as he drew the quilts up over his head.

Joseph Gallant.

With his left hand blowsr off at the
wrist, the forearm badly mutilated, as
the result of a German gas shell,
Joseph Gallant, a New Brunswick boy,
was buried for an hour and a half at
Vimy Ridge. Today he lives to tell the
tale and barring any mishap he will
eat dinner with his relatives at Shed-
iac tomorrow. He arrived in St. John
on Saturday night in company with a
party of provincial men who fought the
foe at the front and have either been
invalided home on account of exposure
or to be honorably discharged. Pte.
Gallant is a typical French-Acadian,
modest, fearless, and devoted to his
country. He enlisted in Montreal in
the 160th Battalion, but was after-
wards transferred to the 32nd French-
Canadian Battalibn, and it was while
with this unit he was injured. He with
four others were attending a machine
gun in the first line. About 1.30 in the
afternoon of May 4 the earth in front
of the trench was thrown up by the
explosion of a gas shell. The four men
at the gun were killed instantly, but
such was not the case yith Gallant.
Hi{s hand was blown completely off
and he was buried. On being dug out
by comrades he was given a stimulant
by the major of his company. “I felt
great after that” said the soldier. He
said that the pain was not so intense
as one. of the soldiers ix the trenches
tied the arm up with a piece of cloth,
the “pull through”—that used in clean-
ing the rifle. He then walked back to
