nissioner Jones Reviews |
1918—Lake Fitzgerald and

Only New Work—Over-ex

Time.

The sixty-third annual report of the
Water and Sewerage Department will
be sub d by Commi Jones
a1 the meeting of the Common Council
this afternoon. The report points out
that for the first time an over-expend-
fiure has occurred in the department,
but against the over-expenditure the
department has on hand iron pipe
which is worth $25,000 more than
when it was purchased. The com-
migsioner pays a tribute to the work of
the heads of the department, and re-
views the work accomplished during
the year,

The report says in part;—

To His Worship the Mayor, and Com-
ioners of the City of St. Joha.
emen : —
hereby submit the Bixty Third An-
nual Report of the Water & Sewerage
Department, being for the year ending
Dec. 31st, 1918,

During the past year there have
been two changes in the commission-
ership of this department. At the reg-

.ular election in April, Mr. E. J. Hil-

yard was elected in the place of Com-
missioner Wigmore, who retired, hav-
ing been elected as one of our repre-
sentatives to Parliament. At the re-
call election held on December 30th
the subscriber was elected in place of
Mr. Hilyard and on January 3rd en-
tered upon his duties as commisioner.

No appointment has been made to
the position of engineer and superin-

tendent, formerly held by J. Fraser|:

Armstrong, now overseas; the profes-
sional services of Mr. George G. Hare,
C. B., who was appointed City En-
gineer on May 1st, being available
when required. The ordinary admin.
istration of the department is under
the supervision of Mr. George D. Mar-
tin, chief clerk, assisted by Mr. Samuel
A. Bewell as superintend of works.

As my term of office did not com-
mence until after the close of the year
I have to depend to a large extent on
reports submitted to me by the fore-
going officials, whose recommenda-
tions and suggestions will have ‘my
careful consideration.

For the first time the Water De-
pﬁnent reports an excess of expend-
itus over income. This was caused
by the decision of the Common Council
to substitute cement pipe at Lake Fitz-
gerald for cast iron pipe after esti-
mates were made up and provision
made for making maintenance of sew-
ers and hydrants a charge on water
revenue. The expendit for pipe not

provided for was $295 b, while the
over expenditure was ,742.63. The

expenditure on account of sewerage
maintenance and hydrants was $23,-
697.61, which was charged to mainten-
ance account.
