S;veral Years Before Suffici-
ent Teachers Can bge Train-
ed to Fill Needs of Country

“Although the Provimce of New
Brunswick in common with the rest.
of the world 1s wuffering from a scarc.
ity of school teachers, it is much more
fortunately &ituated in this respect
than the Province of Nova Scotia, or
uny of the other provinces of the do-
rMnion, or even the United States,”
was the statemnent by Dr. W. S. Carter,
provincial superintendent of educa-
tion, who was in the city }ast even-
ing

The doctor saM that the scarcity
of teachems was largely due to the
small salaries obtained by the profes-
gion in comparison with those to be
had in other occupations. As conidi-
tione had becn bettered. of late, and
the teachers’ salaries increased con-
sulerably, he thought this would have
o beneficial eflect, but that it would
be several years before sufficient
teachers comld be trained to fill the
needs of the country.

At Normal School

The number of studenis in attend-
ance at Normal School this year is
nearly two hundred, which is consid-
erably short of the high water mark
of some years ago, when 315 pupils
were enrolled,

Dr. Carter considered this year's
attendance a very fair one, in view
of the fact that the age limit for en-
trance has been placed back to seven:
ieen again, instead of sixteen, as was
the case during the war pariod.

He was of the opinicn that the
schedule adopted by the teachers’
uvion had been very favorably recelv-
ed throughout the province, and their
demands fairfy met with. The many
years during which the teachers were
roorly pald had caused a large num-
ber of she teachers to take up better
paid sitnations in other lines, and he
believed that even were the salaries
of teachers raised to an average af
$1,500 a year’ it would be some years
before their were sufficient teachers
to meet the demand.

A twofamily house on the Sand
Cove moad, owned by James Beyea, of
Little River, and cccupied by Wilfrid
McDonald on the ground floor, and
Thomas Donovan on the upper section,
was totally destroyed by fire yesterday
afternoon.

A Total Loss
By the time some men reached the
scene of the fire, the building was
doomed, and owing to the fire and
rmoke they were unable to accomplish
much in the way of removing furni-
ture.
Wilfred McDonald is a fireman, em-
ployed by C. P. R, and all that was
saved from his flat was one bed, 2
commode, a kitchen table and a piece
of cilcloth., *“Practically all the rest
of his furniture was destroyed.
Thomas Donovan is in the employ
of W. E. Emerson, West St. John,
and it is stated that hardly one piece
of his furniture was saved. The twd
tenants had very little insurance, and
their loss will be heavy.
Dp-to-Date Mouse i
The building was erected in 1914,
and was up-to<iate in every respect,
baving baths, hardwood floors, and
the flats were well laid out. It was
in fact looked on a9 one of the best
houses in the vicinity, and was valued
at about $6,000.
Mr. Beyea's loss will be very heavy,
as he stated lest night that his loss
is hardly half covered by insurance.
