Thomas Bagnell, and died on July 23,
1886; Mary, who died at the age of fif-
teen years; Rdbert, who went to Austra-
lia in 1893 and is now living in New Zea-
land; Archibald Coombs Lowell Tapley,
a prominent business man of St. John;
Paniel F., who js in company with the
last named; Hannah, widow of Shadrach
Holly; Ann, widow of George F. Brown,
who died on Aug. 1, 1897; and Elizabeth,
who is unmarried.

“The mother died in 1886. David Tap-
ley, the youngef, was a member of the
legislature, and he also served as a mdgis-
trate in Portland (N. B.)

“Archibald Coombs Lowell Tapley mar-:
ried Eunice Brown, of St. Joha (N. B.),
a Jaughter of John and Nancy (Tapley)!
Brown. Of this union were born the Fol-
lowing named children: George, Gas-
pard, Helen, Charles H,, Marietta, Arthur,
Louise, Katharine and Margery.

“David .Tapley, the elder, was deeply
interested in the temperance cause, and
a firm believer in total abstinence.

“Dinners, dinners, nothing but dinners,”
was the way which Gen, De Wet sums up
the ordeal for his former colleague in
arms, Gen. Botha. Sir Wilfrid means to
escape all he can for he has, for instdahce,
refused the invitation of the Eighty Club,
which represents a great body of Liberal
M. P.’s, of which Hamar Greenwood is'a
member of the council. The only dinner
accepted before the premier left the do-
minion was that of the Canadian Club.
The receptions by the king, house of com-
mons, admiralty, secretary of state and
lord mayor must be accepted but refusals
in other directions are many; Exception
is made, however, to the National Liberal
Club dinner, over which Sir H. Campbell-
Bannerman presides. Against this as an
offset is the enormous Unionist banquet
of the 1900 Club at Albert Hall, with Mr.
Balfour in the chair.

Sir Wilfrid tells his friends that he has
not felt better for twenty .years and means
to avoid, if possible, ‘being killed with
kindness. He means moreover, to score by
gilence. Each of the other colonial prem-
iers has talked freely to the newspaper
men, Mr. Deakin, especially, made a long
written communication to the press so
strongly advocating trade reciprocity as
to be peculiarly embarrassing to the Ban-
nerman ministry, who regard themselves
pledged against tariff preference.

Sir Wilfrid must have refuséd access to
sixty reporters and editors since he land-
ed in Liverpool on Saturday. At first he
met them with obvious platitudes and
jocularly abusing the English climate, but
now the general official answer: ‘Noth-
ing to say.” Sir Wilfrid is especially de-
termined té say or do nothing hostile to
the Bannerman ministry. '

Lord Elgin was in such a hurry to see
him before’ he was got at by newspaper
men that he sent a confidential represent-
ative to Euston station to take -him
straight from the station to the colonial
office.

Oonference Opened.

London, April 155The fourth
ference the premiers of
Britain’s  self-governing  colonies
the British Colonial Secretary was
opened ~ today at the colonial office
under the presidency of the Earl of Elgin,
Secretary of State for the Colonies. Re-
porters. are not admitted to the confer-
ence, so that the public will have to be
contented with strictly censored official
summaries of each day’s proceedings until
a blue book on the conference is issued
months after its final adjournment. The
premiers present -included Dr. Jameson
of Cape Colony; General Louis Botha, pre-
mier of the Travsvaal; Alfred Deakin, the
Australian premier;- Sir Joseph G. Ward,
premier of New Zealand; Frederick R.
Moore, premier of Natal; and Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, premier of Canada. Premier Sir
Robert Bond, of Newfoundland, will ar-
rive in the middle of the week. The pre-
miers were accompanied by their advisors.
A number of British cabinet ministers at-
tended the morning session.

Premier Campbell-Bannerman opened
the proceedings with a short welcome, in
which he outlined subjects for discussion,
such as preferential trade between the col-
onies and Great Britain, and among the
colonies themselves; a project providing
for a permanent council; imperial defence

In regard to the decision not to admit
reporters to the daily sessions, it is stated
that the Colonial representatives, as a
rule, favored publicity, but the home
government was opposed to it, and Pre-
mier Laurier supported the home officials
in this matter.

Decide to Give Out No Information—
A Telegram-to Headquarters.

There was a special meeting of the Car-
penters’Union Monday night in their rooms
Berryman’s Hall. After the session presi-
dent Breen told a Telegraph reporter that
there was nothing to give to the press.
The reason he gave was that the press had
had too much already. The union, he
went on, is a secret organization and in
future if anything comes up in the course
of their d:liberations which it is deemed
gdvisable to publish, they will send it to
the papers.

The president was asked if the sccretary,
Manford Day, had resigned his office. He
replied that Mr. Day had intimated some-
thing like that in the nieeting. However,
he went on, the difficulty is that the
salary attaching to the office of secretary
is too small for the work, and he added
that an appropriation would be made in
the course of a month or two for his bene-
fit. There-were about a dozen members
of the union in the hail during this con-
versation. From the comments made it
was easy to see that opinion was divided ou
the advisability of giving anything to the
papers. Some advocated the appointment
of a press committee, while others pro-
tested against anything whatever being
given out.

If was learned, however, that there were
about fifty present at the meeting. It was
reported that at present there were oaly
twenty-five out of work, the rest having
sccured work at the price agreed upon.
Manford Day, who has held the office of
sceretary for some time, announced that
he would resign at the next regular meet-
ing. He gave as his reason that he was
to leave the city soon to secure work.

Considerable discussion is said to have
