CALGARY—Raising their season
record to 10-0, the Golden Bear
basketball team swooped into Jack
Simpson gymnasium and stole two
victories from under the U of C
Dinosaur basketball team.

These two victories represented
round two of the ‘Battle of Alberta’,
university style, as the Bears beat
the Dinos 97-91 Friday night, and
on Saturday continued to dominate
winning 94-86.

Coach Don Horwood feels that
the victories represent the ability of
this year’s team to "go in and win.
They are confident; but not over-
confident. They believe that they
can win, they know it's going to be
tough—when the game is close
near the end. They believe they can
win when the going gets tough.”
Horwood attributes this to mental
toughness, and to veteran guards
Dave Youngs and Sean Churinoff
who had 35 points in Friday night’s
game.

Slowly and quietly the Bears are
showing that they can play with the
best teams in the country. This
weekend the Saskatchewan Huskies
come into Varsity gym to play the
Bears for the third time this year. In
both of the previous games, the
Bears have been able to pull the
game out of the hat in the second
halves of the games.

Horwood feels that the Bears
must concentrate and prepare
mentally for Saskatchewan.
