Dr. L.W. Shemilt says there is a 50/50 (-ham'cjhat the
next administration president will be selected from out-
side UNB.

Dark horse candidate Desmond Pacey felt he wouldn't
accept the position. 111 took the job. it would only be
out of vanity, " he said.
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Will the new President of
UNB come from inside the
University? Rumoured candid-
ate tor the job, Dr. L.W. Shein-
ilt. basing his answer from pre-
sent Canadian trends. feels
there is roughly a 50/50 chance.
*Both kinds of appointments,
from within the university and
from outside, are common in
this country ™, said Shemilt.

If a new President is not
chosen by the nominating com-
mittee and approved by the
board of governors and tie
provincial government by the
first of July. present Acting
President designate. Jim Dineen,
Dean of Engineering, will as-
sume the duties of the office
under the title acting presid-
ent.

Dean Dincen sees little pos-
sibility that he will be otfered
the job on a permanent basis.
“1 have plenty to do in the
Engineering Department™. he

he will be offered the president’s job permanently.

There is provision for student
representation in the Senate.
This was made apparent to the
SRC in the fall term but it
was not acted on until a tew
days ago. Had there been a
student on the senate he would
have been eligible for appoint-
ment to the nominating com-
mittee,

Dr. Pacey is presently Head
of the Department of English
and Dean of Graduate Studies.
His opinion is that it may be
difficult to attract a qualified
man from outside the university
to the position. He said that
the presidency of a university
is very demanding and it would
be very difficult for one from
outside to familiarize himself
with the UNB situation in a
short time.

Pacey said that he didn’t
think that he would accept the
position if it were offered him:
“I have a little formula I ap-
ply whenever I begin to weak-
en. I remind myself that if I
took the job it would only be
out of vanity.”

Dr. Pacey plans to spend
some time doing research in
England during his sabbatical
next year. He feels that the
administrative load he now car-
ries impedes his work on a
few books.

He also recognizes the value
of student participation in the
nominating of a new president
but senses a difficulty in de-
termining student opinion.

“The SRC.” cannot really re-
present the ideas of the stu-
dents”. he said. as most of the
seats are filled by acclamation.

said. Dineen agreed to be act-
ing president, if the necessity
arose, out of a sense of loy-
alty, “I have been here many
years. The university has been
good to me. And I could do no
less than offer my services
where they are deemed nec-
essary.”

Dineen is genuinely concern-
ed about student unrest on this
and other campuses. He asks
the perennial question, “What
do they want?”” In defending
the present structure he argues
that though to.an extent stu-
dents are pigeon-holed, the pre-
sent system facilitates realiz-
ation of the nature of the
slots and permits individuals
to decide on their own course
of action.

Dr. Shemilt, Head of the
department of chemical engin-
eering came to UNB in 1966
from British Columbia. He had
previously held teaching posi-
tions in his native province of
Manitoba and in Ontario.

When asked if he would ac-
cept the position if he were
approached he said: ™I have
plenty to do in Chemical En-
ginecering. I enjoy it very
much.”

Dr. Shemilt feels that the
nominating committee should
look for possible candidates
both from- within the univer-
sitv and from outside. "I think
that they (the committee )would
be derelict in their duty if they
didn't use the whole .world
as 3 market place. A committee of interested
students might prove more val-
uable. he suggested. “"but again
there is the problem of con-
vening such a committee.”

it appears that there may
be some difficuity in finding
a qualified candidate for the
pusition. Professional scholars
don't relish the idea of aband-
oning the excitement and sec-
urity of their diciplines for head
aches of the number one ad-
ninistrator.

Should students be involved
in the decision of the joint
Senate-Board  of Governor's
nominating committee? 7l
think they should.™ said Shem-
ilt. in terms of etfective sol-
