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Wilson suggested it was not 
only the oil companies who 
faced serious setbacks but 
also the businessmen who 
were losing business on ac­
count of the rigs leaving. 
That is whythere is a loud 
voice in the Canada West 
Foundation, he said.

dle East and it is "foolhardy 
to suggest that we have con­
trol os the government has" 
when Canada is exporting 25 
per cent of its oil, he said. 
Mexico has also proven to be 
a problem area as theyhave 
not been able to meet their 
commiltment on oil, said 
Wilson.
The Progressive Conser­

vative Party agreed with the 
aims of the oil policy as set 
down by Trudeau but feels 
the means to bring it about 
has created the opposite ef­
fect. Wilson said, clarifying 
the Tories' stand. Canada's 
energy policy should be mov­
ing towards self-sufficiency, 
increased state-ownership 
of oil companies to produce 
fairness inprice, and increas­
ed Canodianization.
Wilson said his govern­

ment's first priority would be 
to stabilize the country's 
resources and to break "the 
deadlock between Alberta 
and

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Federal Progressive Conser­

vative energy critic Michael 
Wilson told a small crowd at 
the annual meeting of the 
Fredericton South PC 
Association Monday night 
that, "we are seeing cen­
tralized control that we have 
not seen in this country for 
the past 20 years." Wilson 
referred to both energy and 
the constitutional question 
in his address, saying 
Trudeau has chosen his 
system and has not listened 
to the people or the experts. 
Wilson made a further sug­

gestion that the energy 
policies of the Trudeau 
goverhment have caused 
alienation of the western 
provinces, which will soon 
result in the nationalization 
of the oil industry. Wilson 
said "people (in the West) 
feel they have been done in 
by the federal government" 
not only because two taxes 
were forced upon them that 
they did not want, but also 
becasuse of the economic 
pinch of nearly 60 oil rigs 
leaving the country. These 
rigs leaving the Canada have 
created the atmosphere for 
more federal involvement in 
the oil industry, Wilson said. 
That is why Alberta is 
angered.
