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No Confidence in the
| Government, Says.King

Liberal Leader at Great
Meeting at Enterprise,

Delivers Attack on Pres-
ent Administration.

Delivering an attack on th2 Ben-
nett Government at Obttawa and de-
claring that the time has come when
the peopie of the country have a
right to say what they want, Rt.
Hon. W. L. M. King, leader of the
Liberal parly in OCanada, addressed
a rousing meeting at Enterprise on

Monday night in the interests of
Colin Campbell, Liberal candidate in
Frontenac-Addington. The provine
clal elections and the by-elections, all
within the space of a year, have
shown the CGovernment, sald Mr
King, that the people have lost con-
fldence in the administration

The meeting was one of the largest
held in the present campalgn and
one of the greatest ever held in the
village of Enterprise. The lall was
not large enough to accommodate all
the people, it being estimated that
batween 2,600 and 3,000 people were
in enterprise to hear the Liberal
leader. Loud speakers were placed
at vantage points so that hundreds
unable to get Into the hall, were able
to hear the addresses from the street.

Mr. King was accorded a rousing
reception as he approached the vi-
cinlty of the village hall and he was
forced to make his entrance into the
hall by means of a ladder and through
a window, It being: impossible for
him to even get near it any other
way.

cluding Hon. J. G. Gardiner, Prem-
fer of Saskatchewan. Mr. King was
introduced by W. A. Fraser, M.P.,, of
Northumberland and as the former
Prime Minister rose to speak, he was
presented with a beautiful bouquet
of roses by little Miss Wagar,

In opening his address he stated
that In his public life he had ex-
perienced phundreds of thrills, but
none as impressive as at the present
meeting with hundreds sitting or
standing outside. It was not a per-
sonal tribute to him, he sald, but
was Indicative that in these times of
ciffleulties and stress that the peo-
ple were looking for the hand to
help them and the people have come
to belleve that the government be-
longs to them and must help them.
The people of Canada are saying
that they will settle this matter for
themselves and they are determined
to assert their rights; whether Can-
ada s to have the government car-
rled on according to the will of the
people or according to the will of a
few who e¢ling to office in which

Mr. King recalled that the brother
of the chalirman, 8ir Alan Aylesworth,
had nominated him (Mr., King) for
the leadership of the Liberal party
8ir Alan had been Minister of Jus-
tice in the Laurler Cabinet
speaker referred to the fifteen years
of golden prosperity under the ad-
ministration of 8ir Wilfrid Laurler
and contrasted 1t to the fifteen years
of which he himself had been leader
of the Llberal party, nine years of
which he had been prime minister
of this country. Under the rule of

Exceptional Times

“These are exceptional times," said
Hon, Mr., King, “and at no time, ex-
cept during the war has the world
faced a more serious situation than
that which exists at present."” The
speaker referred to the conditions
existing all over Europe and in the
United States and stated that the
people in Canada were faced with the
effects of those conditions and the
effects of the polleles in force iIn
Canada. The present was a critleal
time, he sald, and in these ciroum-
stances the people should have an
opportunity to express their wishes
with respect to government in Can-
ada. There were two ways of doing
this, one chance was in a general
election and the other chance lay in
the by-elections.

Canada, sald Mr. King, 1s the only
country In which there has not been
a general electlon since 1930, with
the exception of China, Venezula and
| Czecho-8lovakia and Italy, in which
’U'I(!l‘t‘. s a dietatorship and the peo-
ple have no volce. CGireat Britain has
had two electlons, Australia has had
| an election and so have South Africa
and Newfoundland, all since the Ben-
| nett Clovernment went into office
| Bven In Germany there has been an
election and also In Austria. There
has been no election in Russia. Mr,
King asked if Canada was to be
placed in the same category as Rus-
sla and China., By the results of
what has taken place in Canada, Mr,
Bennett and his Government have
been served with notlce to get out,
