The production of alrcraft in Canada 1In the
three months from July to the end of September Increased
more than three hundred per cent over the precedlng
three months. This rapld acceleration of production
1s still continuing.

In the production of munitlions, some 70 companles
are now at work on orders; some 44 plants are now engaged
in the manufacture of gauges.

On the l1lOth October, of this year, the Minlster
of Munitions and Supply announced that deslgns had been
epproved of a new type of tank, and that preparations were
under way to menufacture 3,000 of them 1In Canada.
