EAR FRIENDS,—

We have much pleasure in being able to place in
our hands a statement in detail of the expenditure for our
ranch of foreign work during the past year. The first part
f the statement is given in rupees (Indian money(, but the
tal is stated in Canadian currency.

We also submit for your consideration an estimate of the
robable sum needed for the present year. Some months
go we stated to you that at least $8,000 would be required,
ut since that time new responsibilities have been assumed
y the Assembly’s Foreign Mission Committee. You will,
herefore, note that for the foreign work alone the sum of
,530 is required.

The cheering extension of our work at home necessarily
increases the outlay for printing, postage, etc. For this pur-
ose we cannot place the estimate lower than about $400 for
he present year, which will place the total sum required in
April, 1885, at about $9,000. We earnestly commend these
tatements to your prayerful attention.
