Mr. Henry J. Cloran, K.C., one of 

the best known young Irish Catholics 
of Montreal, who has been appointed 
to the vacancy in the Canadian Sen­
ate, created by the death of the late 
Hon Jas.

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion lands In Manitoba or Aha 
Northwest Territories, excepting • 
and 26, which h#is not been home­
steaded or reserved to provide wood 
lots for settlers, or for other par- 
poses, may be homesteaded upon hg 
any person who Is the sole head of a 
family,or any male over ll yearn ef 
age, to the extent of one-quarter mo­
tion of ISO acres, more or lean.

x ENTRY
Entry mar be made personally a* 

the local land office for the district 
in which the land to be taken ta elt- 
uate, or if the homesteader desiren 
he may, on application to the Minis­
ter of the Interior, Ottawa, the Com­
missioner of Immigration, Winnipeg, 
or the local agent for the district In 
which the land le iltuate, receive ae- 
tborlty for some one to make entry 
for him. A fee of $10 ia charged fee 
a homestead entry.

HOMESTEAD DUTIES
Under the present law homestead 

duties must be performed In one of 
the following ways, namely:

(1) By at least six months' resi­
dence upon and cultivation of the 
land in each year during the term 
of three years, or—

(2) If the father (or the mother, if 
the father is deceased) of any person 
who is eligible to make a homestead 
entry resides upon a farm In the vi­
cinity of the land entered for by each ' 
person as a homestead, the require­
ments of the law as to residence 
prior to obtaining patent may he 
satisfied by such person residing with 
the father or mother, or—

(8) If the settler has hla permanent 
residence upon farming land ewned 
by himself in the vicinity of hie 
homestead the requirements of the 
law as to residence may he satisfied 
by residence upon the said land.

APPLICATION FOR 
PATENT

Should he made at the end of the 
three years before the Local Agent, 
Sub-Agent or the Homestead Inspect­
or. Before making application for 
patent the settler must give el* 
months’ notice In writing to the 
Commissioner of Dominion Lands at 
Ottawa of his Intention to do so.

INFORMATION
Newly arrived immigrants will re­

ceive at the Immigration Office 1» 
Winnipeg, or at the Dominion Land» 
Office In Manitoba or the Northwest 
Territories, Information as to the 
lands that are open for entry, an* 
from the officers in charge, free of 
expense, advice and assistance In se­
curing lands to suit them. Full In­
formation respecting the land, tim­
ber, coal and mineral laws, as, well 
as respecting Dominion lands in the 
railway belt in British Columbia, 
may be obtained upon application t» 
the Secretary of the Department of 
the Interior, Ottawa; the Commis­
sioner of Immigration, Winnipeg, 
Manitoba, or to any of the Dominion 
Lands Agents In Manitoba or the 
Northwest Territories.
