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has taken from “death its victory,” from “ the grave its 
sting.” As He came forth victorious from death, possess­
ing the same affections, the same special predilections as 
of old, so shall we also, because children of His Resurrec­
tion.

Even as His body rose triumphant from the tomb, so 
shall our bodies rise. “Our Lord Jesus Christ will reform 
the body of our lowness, made like to the body of His 
glory, according to the operation whereby He is able to 
subdue all things unto Himself.” “ Sown in corruption, 
it shall rise in incorruption.”
