Although not able to be
present and mingle my sympathies with the be-
reaved tamily and friends, I was well assured
that our excellent brother Sponagle, the resi-
dent minister, bad accomplisbed all that minis-
terial efficiency and brotherly sympathy could
do. In aceordance with the request of the
family, in which I understand Bro. Sponagle
unites : 1 have now attempted to pen these lines
in memory of one of my oldest, and mi re-
spected brethren. Bro. Phinney was one of the
noble band of God's elect, which was given to
Methodism many years ago, on what was then
designated the Annapolis circuit. His conver-
sion to God, was promptly succeeded with uni-
ting himself with the Wesleyan church, and
from that day down to the moment of bis death,
his association with the church of his choice
was uninterrupted.

The early companion of his choice and mo-
Rther of all his children, was a woman of God,
and although & member of another denomina-
tion, the Baptists, was ever delighted to enter-
tain God's people, and on all available occa-
sions, was found by the side of her busband at
the Lord’s Table. It was Bro. P's., happiness
to witness the conversion of several of his chil-
dren many years ago; one of them bas joined
our ministerial ranks. His daugbter Sarah De-
wolf ot blessed memory, died in Halifax atter a
short lite ot great usefulness in our church in
that city, and her memory is tragrant in the re-
collections of many. His son Charles, a stu-
dent in law, died in Canada in the triumph of

As one who has been favored with the confi-
dence and intimate friendship of our departed
brother, for more thaa thirty years, with many
others, it has been my privilege to ‘* glorify
God ” in him, as a humble follower of Christ.
His personal religious experience was more of
the doubting than of the confiding cast. This
however was more of a constitutional than a re-
ligious detect, but still his fearfulness, never
led him to abandon the post of duty. Though
ever inclined to minify his own progression in
the divine life, be bad just views of the effici-
ency and fullness of the grace of God. He had
strong affection for all our ministers, and great
respect for their teachings, but ever manitested
a decided preferance to evangelical, rather than
the most oratorical deliverances.
