CUTTING “CRAWLY” GOODS. Government

In working with organdies, crepes
d other “wiry” or “crawly” ma-
erlals, I find it is better to pin the
material to paper before I cut into it.
I used to have a hard time getting
organdie collars to lie straight until
I tried this plan.

Get big pieces of wrapping paper,
or pin newspapers together in a strip.
Lay your material on so that the|
selvages are parallel with the straight’
edges of the paper and so that the!
ends of the cloth are square. If the
material does not have a visible grain
or thread you may have to draw
threads to get the ends even.” It saves
time in the long run.
