BGGEST GRANT THAT WS EVER
MADE BY THE HOLSE OF COMMONS

By Special Wire to The Courler]

London,” Feb. 19.—(New York
Times’ cable)—Accorcing to the
Daily Telegraph’s parliamentary cor-
respondent, the ninth vote of credit
for the prosecution of the war, which
Mr. Asquith intends to ask for on
Monday, will be the biggest grant
ever made by the House of Commons.
It will be for 3 420,000,000 ($2,100,-
000,000) or £20,000,000,000 ($100,000,-
000) in excess of tue preceding vote,
which at the time constituted a re-
cord.

The financial editor of the Daily
Telegraph says:

“The new vote of credit will bring
#he teaal amount of these votes dur-
ing the current financial year up to
£ 1,720,000,000 ($8,600,0003000). It is
understood that only £120;000;000
($600,000,000) will be regquired  to

end of March and that the balance of
4 300,000,000 ($1,500,000,000) will fin-
ance us until the end of May.
