Paris, Aug. 20.—Apart from
the tactical result obtained, the

Ilis reserves
are not yet exhausted and howeyver
he may grudgo tlic necessity of hav-
ing to waste theni in a defensive bat-
tle which in the end, can only be a
prelude to a retredat. he may stilf
possess thirty fresh divisions ag well
as 400,000 youths of the class of
1320. Our successes must be care-
fully planned and mangully won.”
