THE HIGHWAY ACT 
BROUGHTD

Patrol System to Be Inaugurat­
ed, But the Tax Rate to Be 

Materially Increased,

When Hon. B. Frank Smith, as min­
ister of public works In tho Murray 
Government, announced a patrol sys­
tem as one of the features of the 
policy he had adopted for the roads of 
the province the members of the then 
opposition scoffed. During the last 
election campaign they made Mr. 
Smith’s plans the subject of much de­
cisive criticism,” yet tills afternoon, 
when Hon. Peter Veniot, the real 
leader of the Foster government, In­
troduced the bill setting forth the pol­
icy under which his government will 
administer the roads, Mr. Smith’s pat­
rol system was one of the principal 
features in it. Mr. Veniot recogniz­
ed the inconsistency in his adoption 
of the patrol policy with the ridlcue 
that had been heaped upon that sug­
gestion by the Forterites, when Mr. 
Mr. Smith made it, for he said It made 
no difference whether the plan orig­
inated with the gentleman now In op-' 
position or not it was a good plan and I 
he Intended to adopt it.

The new measure, which will be In I 

the hands of the members today is 
likely to caijéte considerable discus­
sion when it is taken-up In committee, 
for by it the burden which is to be 
borne by the people of the province 
for the upkeep of our roads are to be 
increased from 25 to 33 1-8 per cent, 
and this at a time when governments 
everywhere are shçrtening sail and 
endeavoring to conserve in every pen-

Tn rising to introduce this bill, Mr. 
Veniot admitted that lie knew com­
paratively little about roads and also 
that as the representation of the gov­
ernment was confined almost entirely 
to the northern, part of the province 
it would be necessary for him to seek 
the assistance of opposition members 
as to conditions in the southern sec-

It is the government’s intention to 
divide the roads of the province into 
two classes, branch "lines and trunk 
lines.

To Choose Supervisors.

Thé ratepayers of the different dis­
tricts will have the opportunity of ap­
pointing the supervisors of the branch 
roads at a public district meeting tp 
be called each year, but the super­
visors of the trunk roads, where the 
expenditures are of necessity the larg­
est, will bo appointed by the Minister 
of Public Works. In other words, the 
people who get the smallest measure 
of road expenditure are to have The 
privilege of becoming their own super­
visors, while in the case of the more 
important positions on the trunk roads 
of the province Mr. Veniot Intends to 
retain the patronage for the Govern­
ment. Rather a pretty little scheme. 
The Minister of Public Worke ex­
plained this by the statement that the 
Government intended to carry on 
permanent, or at least semi-perma­
nent construction on the trunk roads 
and would control it themselves.

Statue labor is made optional with 
the ratepayers of each road district; 
ratepayers in branch road districts 
will vote on the question at the meet­
ing to be called for the eleotlon of 
supervisors, and those in tmnk road 
districts may, on petition to the Gov­
ernment, also obtain permission to 
call a meeting to deal with the matter.

The Road Tax.
The road tax is to be increased 

froth 25 to 33 1-3 per cent Under 
the old government the rate was 20 
cents on 'the $100,-while the new act 
proposes 25 cents. The poll tax which 
formerly was $1.50, is to be Increased 
to $2. Mr. Veniot at some length 
claimed that the increase was due to 
increased cost of labor.

He then referred to his proposal to 
bring in the patrol system and also 
requested that when considering the 
bill the House should give serious at­
tention to the matter of changing the 
rule of the road to provide for a 
turning to the right instead of to the 
loft as is now the regulation. The bill 
was given its first reading yesterday.

POLICE CONTROVERSY.

“Citizen" also states that which is 
absolutely untrue when ho says that 
the members of the present Town 
Council, actuated by prejudice, were 
considering the dismissal of the Town 
Marshal, when he resigned to accept 
a more lucrative position elsewhere. 
The Marshal’s services during the 
past year have given such general 
satisfaction that his dismissal at this 
time would have been unwarranted, 
and was not being considered in any 
particular. The present Police Com­
mittee invites comparison with the 
record of the preceding year, when 
serious acts of ''lawlessness" and "dis­
order," due in part to the inefficiency 
and weakness of the then committee, 
were condoned, while minor offences* 
were punished. That the ratepayers 
resented siich action, was shown in 
the results, of the last civic elections.

In conclusion, I would advise "Citi­
zen" and others in future to "first in­
form themselves of the truth of their 
assertions and then have the courage 
to sign their own names.
