and paid $2.075 for him there, which 

him one of the most expensive 
trotters ever brought into this

In his first race since coming east 
the handsome big trotter showed a 
wonderful buret of speed against a 
field of pacers at Fredericton on July 
1, 1918, but was beaten because he 
didn’t seem to be quite up to such a 
hard race. The next week, however,, 
at Chatham, The Exposer stepped 
away from all the pacers In his class 
and trotted one heat In 2.10 flat, the 
fastest mile ever trotted in the Mari­
time Provinces by several sooonds 
and the fastest ever shown by a stal­
lion trotter on a half-mile tr&ok in 
the Dominion of Canada.

Lot» of Fast Record Trotters.
However, that was The Exposer's 

best performance of the year; he 
failed to race as consistently later 
as In his first two starts, although he 
did show well at times afterwards. 
When he was beaten it was the boast 
of those attached to the winners that 
the Fredercton trotter yras Just as 
easy as the rest of them to beat— 
and it looked as If he was at times, 
too. But title year a different tale 
him emanated from some of the train­
ing campe and it is openly declared 
that the other horses will not be
