Secretary Foster of the Board of 
Education handed the following state­
ment to the press to-day :

The Technical School building is now 
nearly finished, and some of the ma­
chinery has arrived. The school will open 
on September 7th. Instruction will be 
given in English, mathematics, physics, 
chemistry, freehand and mechanical 
drawing, practical electricity, domestic 
science, wood, forge and machine shop 
practice and the principles and processes 
underlying the following trades: Print­
ing, plumbing and house and sign paint­
ing. Other courses will be added from 
time to time, to meet the requirements 
of the pupils. The instruction will be of 
as practical a character as possible, and 
it is anticipated that shop practice and 

i laboratory work will be especially at- 
t-aptive features. There will be both dav 
and evening classes. Apprentices and 
others who contemplate joining the even­
ing classes are rqnested to communicate 
with the principal of the Technical 
School. Instruction in the academic sub­
jects will be given bv the teacher» of 
the Collegiate Institute, while the sliop 
will be placed in charge of instructors 
•who have had a long and varied experi­
ence as practical mechanics. The school 
will aim to provide courses of instruc­
tion which will be of very real value to 
the pupils afterwards when they enter 
industrial life. Industrial education now 
holds a very important position in the 
echool systems of Great Britain, France. 
Germany and the United States, and 
the young men of Hamilton and their 
parents can hardly fail to appreciate the 
exceptional opportunities offered by the 
Board of Education in erecting and 
equipping the pioneer industrial school 
of the Province.
