Hon. Mr.Chamberlain Ex­
presses Optimistic 

Views.

THE GOVERNMENT WILL 
BE RUSHED

NOT

Into Any Action Not Warrant- 
x ed by Circumstances.

TRANSVAAL-TO BEAR PART OP WAR 
TAXES.

London July 29.— Colonial Secretary 
Chamberlain appeared in the House ol 
Commons today for the first time since 
the recent accident in which he was ho 
He was greeied.with hearty cheering 
httw liA,.Wuâ wktuly congratulated 
Henry Caibpbeil-Bennennao, Liberal 
leader in the House.

Sir Henry Campbell-Bennerman'eop- 
plimented bis congre to lations by asking 
for information of the Colonial Confer­
ence. He expressed the hope that len­
ient treatment coaid be extended to the 
Boers in Soatb Africa.

Mr Chamberlain replied that the one 
spirit animating the members of the 
cbnference was the desire to draw closer 
together the constituent parts of the 
Empire, end he thought it safe to ray 
that thé conferecce bad made important 
progress towards a perfect union to 
which he himself looked forward.

Mr Chamberlain dealt comprehensively 
with the past and future of South Afri­
ca. “We have no intent'on,” be de­
clared, “that the Boers should break 
with their old traditions. We desire 
that they should preserve all the best 
charscterstice of their race, and hope 
they will shake hands with nr, thus 
securing prosperity in Sooth Africa, 
under ibe flag which protects different 
races and different religions.” That senti­
ment was the keynote of the speech. 
Dealing with the much discussed labor 
question, Mr. Cbambcr'ain said he be­
lieved every indneement to labor should 
be held out to the blacks, but he said 
no scheme of compulsory labor would 
receive the slightest Government sup­
port. There was no intention of pack­
ing the country with Britishers, but so 
much Transvaal land was lying idle that' 
the colonies could only be made a great 
corn producing factor by bringiog in 
British settlers. Lord Milner, the 
High Commissioner of Scuth Africa, 
bad telegraphed spontaneously that he 
did not think farther legislation necessary 
to make the banishment proclamation 
effective. The Government, however, 
reserved to itself the important right in 
the new colooigj".to refute to allow the 
return or to keep w itch over persons w ho 
showed themselves inimical to goed 
order and peace. “We are not going to 
allow the result of thejaar to "be under­
mined,” said Mr. Chamberlain, “by in­
trigues carried on by nominally constitu­
tion'll means."

Regarding the fntora status of South 
Africa the Colonial Secretary said the 
Imperial Government bad ettablished a 
Crown colopy ia the strictest sense. The 
next step would be to add a. nominated 
official element. Thereafter there would 
be as elected officia! element, and then- 
nothing but circumstances and *fime 
would separate the' new colonies from 
self-government, the ultimate goal of their 
am hi ion. That consummation would 
not be delayed if for no other reason be­
cause it might relieve the government of 
the tremendous burden of responsibility 
involved in the present situation, but all 
must understand that the Government 
would cot be rushed or bustled into any 
action which circumstances did not war­
rant.

Toe speaker slid he was one of those 
optimistic enough to believe that the ne 
colonies would reach the uliimate gosl/6f 
their ambition much sooner thin many 
persons cow thought possible. So far as 
the government was concerned, the sur­
render promises would be kept in 
spirit as well as in letter. The govern­
ment, he said, was boned both by honor 
aad by in!crest to this course.

There remained many questions to be 
dealt will) ; a new tariff must be arranged 
involving intricate questions concerning 
which experts must be consulted, aud the 
taxation of mints must be settled, but he 
wished to say nothing would be done to 
punish owners of mines, as had been sag- 
geettd in many quarters. The Govern­
ment would do nothing to interfere with 
a quick revival of development of the 
country. Subject to that consideration 
Mr. Chamberlain continued, no man was 
more anxious than lie to recover some 
considerable part of the cost of the war 
from Snath Africa. He thought it would 
be perfectly fair to lay a fair part of the 
cost of the war on the principal industry 
of the Transvaal, but what amount,it was 
too soon to say.

THE AUSTRALIAN PREMIER.

Of Sir Edmund Barton, Australia’» 
representative at the Colonial Confer­
ence, Mr Ambrose Prstt writes as fol­
lows in the London Daily Express 
Sir Edmund Barton is in person a man 
of medium height and rather ponderous 
physique. His face is laige, good-hum­
ored and intelligent. He has the eyes 
of a humorist, the month of an orator. 
His mobile upper lip slightly protrudes 
when he speaks, and assumes a thousand 
shapes, as though to lovingly caress each 
departing 'word. Jlis voice is sonorous 
and its delivery^gpmjyvhtrr^elow. 
Everything shoot the man is mas­
sive, solid and confidence-inspiring. His 
manner ia full of charm, and is respon­
sible for the fact that he possesses the 
most numerous personal following and 
the most widespread influence in 
Australia. He eijrys the reputation 
of being the rno-t brilliant after-din­
ner speaker in the continent, an incom­
parably faithful friend, a disdainful but 
relentless enemy, a single-minded states­
man, and a man of stainless honor. I 
enumerate these attributes n the order 
in which their relative importance is 
measured by most Australian politi­
cians. (Australians generally, however, 
reverse the order, and they pay their 
allegiance to Mr. Barton, first, as a man 
of high principle ; secondly, as the only 
statesman worthy of the name their 
country has produced. Naturally they 
regard bis representation of themselves

London, July 80.—Mr. J. Austen 
Chamberlain, Financial Secretary to the 
Treat ury, eon of the Colonial Secretary, 
will, it is announced, succeed Mr. Gerald 
Balfour ae President of the Board ol 
Trade.

The office of President of the Board of 
Trade carries with it a salary of 810,000, 
and in recent Mioistliee a seat in the 
Cabinet. Mr. Gerald Balfour, who re­
signs the post in consequence of the 
change of Premiership, is the brother of 
Mr. Arthur B Hour, the new Piime 
Minister. He was Chief Secretary for 
Ireland in Lord Stliebnry’e 1896-1900 ad­
ministration, and baa lately suffered from 
poor health.

Mr Austen Chamberlain, who is thirty 
nine years of age, ia the eon of Mr Joseph 
Chamberlain, the Colonial Secretary, to 
Whom be bears a remarkable likeness. 
He entered Parliament in 1892 ae a 
member for Ext Worcestershire, ai d 
was Civil Lord of he Admiralty 
from 1895 to 1900, when he was ap 
pointed financial secretary to the 
Treasury, both of which efflcee entail 
much acquaintance with the inside prac­
tice of parliamentary business. As head 
of the Beard of Trade the president is re­
sponsible in the House of Comufone for 
passing great bills of domestic commercial 
importance, each ae the proposed Water 
Supply and Dock Unification Board for 
London bills.

panegyric. At [the last great electioneer­
ing fight, whose ieeoe was understood to 
practically decide whether or not New 
South Wales should join the Common­
wealth, Mr. Barton was opposed by 
gentlemen whose adherents resorted 
to every trick and artifice known even 
to Auetralian politicians. Lies were on- 
bloebiogly promulgated, and personal 
abuse of the most cowardly, foal etd 
malignant type was utilized to yocnie 
Mr. Barton’s defeat. Shortly before 
the polling day Mr. Barton’s 
friends met together, and so doubtful 
was the ieene that the majority declared 
for reprisals in kind.

A NARROW MAJORITY.

London, July 31—After being sub­
jected lo vigorous attacks from the 
Liberal leaders, one of the most import­
ant sessions of the government’s education 
bill was passed in the boese of commons 
last night by 230 votes to 189. This 
small government majority wae greeted 
with prolonged cheera from the opposi­
tion.

Préviens to tbe vote Sir William Ver­
non Harcourt (Liberal) made a speech 
which was characterized by all his old 
time vigor. He declared tbe present house 
did not reflect the opinion of the country 
and that if tbe government did not know 
this it would soon learn it. The speaker 
said Mr. Balfour, the premier, demanded 
u oconditional surrender but that he would 
never get it, that tbe education bill was 
the negation of popular control and a vio­
lation of every principle of sound finance, 
whether imperial cr local. Sir William 
declared the country did not love Cleri­
calism and that the new clericalism im­
posed by the education bill was loved by 
tbe .country least of all. He said the 
Liberals would figbt the issue to the 
bitter end.

EARTH QUAKED.
Remarkable and Alarming 

Disturbances in Cali­
fornia.

PEOPLE FLEEING IN TERROR 
FOR THEIR LIVES.

Territory 15 by 4 Miles Full of 
Gaping Holes.

San Luis Obispo, Cal, Aug. 1.—A strip 
of country 15 guiles long by four miles 
wide rent with gaping fissures and dotted 
with bills and knolls that sprung up dur­
ing Wednesday night ae if by magic, a 
village in mins and hundreds of people 
fleeing for their lives, are tbe results 
of Wednesday night’s seismic disturb­
ance in the valley of Los Alamos, 
in tbe northern part of Santa 
Barbara country. Daring tbe last four 
days that section of the country has been 
shaken by a series of earthqnakea that ia 
witboàl precedent' in tbe history or tradi­
tion of tbe Pacific coast, and >he continu­
ance of the disturbances and the. increas­
ing severity of the shocka-h&ve so terror­
ized the inhabitants that they are leaving 
for other ports as rapidly as possible, and 
even now tbe village is almost entirely 
deserted. *

Tbe disturbances began Sunday evening 
with a shock which caused several thous­
and dollars’ worth of damage to property 
in the village and the surrounding coun­
try, being more severe aod disastrous in 
the vicinity of the Western Union Oil 
Company’s oil wells on'theCarriga ranch. 
This shock was followed by a number of 
disturbance less severe and lesa disast­
rous, continuing through the remainder 
of Sunday night and Monday.

Tbe most severe shock of the entire 
series occurred Thursday. Hills 2 were 
shaken and twisted to their foundations, 
and the valleys trembled and rolled like 
the surface of the ocean. Great fissures 
were run deep in tbe earth, bills and 
knolls appeared in level valleys, springs 
of water appeared in places that had been 
dry and tbe general topography of the 
valley was greatly changed in many re­
spects. The disturbance bad no general 
direction, but was what is known as a 
twister.

With tbe first warning of the sound o 
the approaching disaster the terror-strick 
en people rnsbed into the streets and 
sought places of safety in vacant lots and 
roads, while many fled toward the neigh­
boring bills.

The earth trembled and rolled and 
twisted until it was impossible for people 
to stand erect, and the terror-etricken 
inhabitants cronched together in tbe 
derEhees fearful that the earth beneath 
might open and swallow them.

When the most serious shocks had 
passed and tbe rumbling noises bad died 
away the peoplegathered in groups about 
the rains. Io the darkness of the night it 
was imposeile to determine the fall ex­
tent of damage wrought, but with the 
dawn of day the stricken village had tbe 
appearance of the ruins of a city long 
deserted. A cborch had been levelled to 
tbe ground and not one brick building 
was left standing. Chimneys had top­
pled over, frame boildinge had been 
wrenched apart aud thrown from their 
foondations, telegraph and telephone 
wires bad .been broken and there wae 
not a building in town that had not been 
damaged more or lees seriously.

A conservative estimate of the Ioes to 
property in the village ie $30,000 and 
thie.amount will probably be greatly in­
creased by tbe damage in the surround­
ing country.

The extent of the most severe portion 
of tbe disturbance is 11 miles long by 
foor miles wide, bat the shock was felt 
throughout Santa Barbara and San Lonis 
Obispo counties.

Tbe disturbances continued(throughont 
the day at intervals of two hours, tut 
none of the shocks were severe. The 
people bave deserted the village, every 
conveyance baa been taken and the pas­
senger and freight trains that have left 
here since tbe severe shock-qf last night 
have been loaded with/people fleeing for 
safety.

Since the first disturbances on Sunday 
night there have been more (than 70 dis­
tinct shocks, and those who have been 
keeping^iwcords have now given np, es 
the disturbances have become almost 
continuous.

A CONTRAST.

Mr MpHugh, however, gets off 
much better than the British 
Cjluinbia editor who, charged with con­
tempt of court, humbly apologized, but 
was sent to jail for nine months, illustrât- 
ingjthat justice in Canada ia not tempered 
wi|ih mercy to tbe same extent as in 
Ireland.

In deprecating the imprisonment of 
the British Columbia editor, the Hamil­
ton Spectator gives the following story of 
an earlier experience in the same line : 
“Early in tbe history of the province, the 
late Hoo. John Robson, afterwards 
Premier of the" Province, published Tbe 
British Columbian in New Westminster. 
British Columbia was then a Crown 
colony, and the young editor’s criticisms 
of the Governor and his Government 
wera so pointed that the Governor 
got angry and ordered Robson to be 
taken to tbe dungeon and there confined 
during the pleasure of bis irato nibs. 
Robson went to jail,) hut continned to 
write for hie paper, a semi weekly, and 
in a couple of issues convinced the 
people that his incarceration was on just 
and unwarranted. The people rose, as­
sembled at the j-iil aod unlocked the 
door witli axes, and carrying Robson 
tbroogh tbe streets, shoulder high, to hie 
printing office, reinstated him, and be

STILL HAVE HOPE,

Jir Ford in hie cables to the New 
York Tribune, says that the Canadian 
ministère now in London, have not 
abandoned hope of obtaining preferential 
treatment for grain from tbe Dominion, 
and assert that even the smallest con­
cession would be worth much as an 
advertisement of the agricultural re­
sources of Canada, and would be helpful 
to immigration. There have been con­
sultations between tbe Ministers and the 
Treasury officials respecting the pos- 
eiblity of rendering the preference now 
enjoyed by British shippers more valu­
able than it has bsen heretofore.

Messrs Fielding and Paterson have 
made a close e'uly of the statistics on 
the subject, and are seeking to open the 
way for a preference in return which will 
be useful to tbe Dominion. Tbe margin 
for anything like a mutual preference 
arrangement is very narrow under tbe 
existing customs and registration duties 
of tbe United Kingdom.

BETTER THAN ANTICIPATED.

It has been discovered that Lord Salis 
bury in 1852 was a gold digger in*Aus­
tralia, bnt it is said that the future 
premier of Great Britain did not have 
much lock. Lord Salisbury was also a jour­
nalist. Indeed although of noble stock 
he was not ashamed to work for hie living 
when a young man, and hae continued it 
ever since. In that sense the ex-premier 
was a self made man, and he was the 
father of a pretty good job.

A proclamation declaring August 9, 
coronation day, a public holiday, has 
paseed the Dominion cabinet, and will no 
doubt be generally obeyed throughout 
the country. The Fredericton committee 
of arrangements ie to meet "thie evening, 
and it ie to be hoped tbe proposed cele­
bration will be worked np—to a most 
encceeefnl issue.
