Great Slave "Lake, lying wholly
within the forested region, is three
hundred miles long, and its width at
one. point exceeds sixty miles.

As Fort
Rae is built on a rocky island with a
bleak exposure, this would seem to
promise in some future day generous
harvests for the more favored lands
in the south and wést.
