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Virtuous
Indignation.

The Morisun organ throws up its 
hands in holy honor at our expression 
of satisfaction that Sir Ralph Wil­
liams is leaving Newfoundland, and 
of regret that he is not going before 
February next. We are used to the 
Hon. John Alexander's affectation of 
virtuous indignation, and the only in­
terest we have in it are the occas­
ions on which it is displayed and sup­
pressed. For instance, as a supporter 
of Mr. Morison in 1904.he could not re­
tain his indignation with Sir Edward 
but vented his feeling as follows : —

"The attitude of Edward P. Morris 
is even more inconsistent than that of 
his colleague and master, Sir Robert 
Bond. So strongly did he believe in 
the 1898 contract that he deliberately 
left Mr. Bond to support Sir James 
Winter and Mr. Moline, and yet he 
dared to join with the same Sir Rob­
ert in a denudation of the same con­
tract. and actually voted for the 1901 
contract which gave millions of dol­
lars to Mr. Reid. Ae a friend of the 
contractor he was certainly consist­
ent, but to his pledges be was wholly 
recreant.”

During the past four years. Mr. 
Robinson has managed to suppress 
his indignation with Morris, and for 
that period he has managed to with­
hold all sarcasm about Morris being 
consistent as a friend of the contract­
or.

It appears therefore that John Alex­
ander possesses the virtue of self-con­
trol. For instance, he positively 
can refrain fro instating, or even 
hinting that ‘’no one. endowed with 
the rudimentary instinct of a gentle­
man could condone" the writing of the 
Orange Bay letter by a man who oc­
cupied at the time the office of Attor­
ney-General. but he cannot refrain 
from expressing an opinion that "no 
one, endowed with the rudimentary 
instinct of a gentleman, could con­
done" criticism of a Governor al­
though His Excellency has white­
washed the writer of that letter.

But what can be expected from the 
organ of Morlson, the wrong-doer, or 
the organ of the Premier who retains 
the wrong-doer In his Executive to 
the disgust of the public and even of 
members of his own party.

Great Memorial 
Service

FOR THE LATE GENERAL BOOTH, 
IN OLYMPIA, LONDON.

Special Eveing Telegram,
iAXNDON, To-day.

The funeral services of the late 
General Booth was held in Olympia 
last night without pomp or any sym­
bols of mourning, but with the most 
moving fervor and impressiveness. 
Thirty four thousand people partici­
pated. Nearly half wore blue coats 
aud red jerseys, or bonnets with Red 
ribbons so familiar on the streets of 
the cities of several nations. The ser 
vice itself was not only a memorial 
but a mammoth meeting of prayer 
and praise. No other congregation 
comparable with it ever occurred in 
London, if in the world, save at the 
funeral of the General's wife in the 
same hall twenty two years ago. The 
most solemn events of the long meet­
ing were when the coffin was borne 
along the centre of the hall to snorous 
music of the “Dead March in Saul. 
Immediately before the body, the 
Brigadier bore aloft the crimson flag 
which the General raised at Jerusalem 
and under which he died at Hadley 
Wood. Following the body marched 
the officers of Canada, Sweden, Ger­
many. America. Switzerland, France. 
Denmark, Norway, India and Austral­
ia. The service was conducted by 
Commissioner Howard. The most im­
pressive scene of all was when all the 
soldiers of the Army rose and recited 
the covenant of fidelity, pledging 
themselves to be faithful servants of 
the Lord.

Killed at Sydney.
Several Cara Passed Over Thomas 

Mullsly’s Bod, sad He Died in 
HospitaL

Another fatal accident occurred at 
the plant of the Dominion Iron and 
Steel Co., at an early hour this morn­
ing. shortly after the day shift had 
begun work. *

About seven fifteen after he had fin­
ished hia night wogk on the pier and 
was returning home Thomds Mullaly 
aged about forty, employed as one of 
the car haulage men, while trying to 
cross the track was truck by a car, 
thrown on the track, while several 
cars passed over his body. The man 
was alive when picked up. He was 
placed on the ambulance, but died 
shortly after being taken to the Brook- 
lands Hospital.

Mullaly who is a native of New 
foundland was endfeavouring to cross 
the track at pier No. 2, at the head of 
a train of coal which was hacking In 
on the pier. He miscalculated the 
distance, apparently, and was struck 
by the moving train as he was trying 
to get by.—Sydney Post. Aug. 26th.

Word has just been received saying 
that the whaler Cachelot, operating at 
Hawke's Harbor, Labrador, had 
secured nineteen whales to datp and 
that one of which was a large, valu­
able, sperm fish. This Is the best the 
steamer has done since she started 
whale hunting. This time last season 
the Cachelot had only three fish and 
up to the last of September her total 
was only equivalent to what It is now. 
If her present average continues the 
owners will realize profitable divid­
ends at finish up time. The captain of 
the Cachelot reports conditions ad­
verse since the voyage began.

Within the last few days the price 
of whale oil has advanced consider­
ably and the prospects are good for 
a still higher price. On the whole we 
learn that the aggregate number of 
whales are far behind last year and 
the possibilities for a decided increase 
are gloomy according to reports from 
the different whalers. However, the 
reduction In the catch will be counter­
acted by the excellent price offered 
tor whale oil.

The method of applying these 
Ionics to the hair is just as import­
ant as the tonics themselves. They 
are not to be dabbed on in a care­
less and haphazard fashion, but 
massaged into the scalp scientifically 
every night.

Part the hair into fifty strands, 
and apply the tonic along the part­
ings and around the hair line. It 
is well to use a medicine dropper 
for this purpose. Then work the 
tonic into the scalp with the tips of 
the fingers.

And now a word of caution: Do 
not be alarmed or discouraged if 
your hair should appear to fall out 
worse than ever for a little while 
after you begin treatment.
