In publishing the foregoing letter
we desire to say that we do not ac-
cept their disclaimer in the light of
information that we possess of a char-
acter contradictory thereto, as well as
documentary evidence that we pub-
Iish below showing that everything
was not as it should be and which
tended to confirm our view of the
matter and bring us to no other con-
clusion than that arrived at in our
first deductions. We wish to say,
however, that in making our original
statement we had no intention of re-
flecting in any way on the Methodist
Education Extension Campaign, and
if such impression got abroad and if
we used 2ny language conveying that
idea we are extrcmely sorry. Neither
did we have any intention of reflect-
ing on Team 16 as a whole, as there
are members of that body for whom
tke whole community, the press in-
cluded, have the Lighest respect and
regard, but there were some mem-
brs of that team, notably the cap-
tain, R. A. Squires, and some of his
political associates who are shouting
for him now, ccnvassing for him and
boosting him in every particular, who
we knew were playing a hypocritical
part in the introduction of the script
business in his politicai manifesto.
And having in our poscsession certain
information and thke following tele-
grams exchanged between the team
and Sir John Crosbie regarding the
actions of these gentlemen at the time
the drive was on, we felt it our duty
to show them up in their own colors.
It is generally understood that the
Squires party was conceived during
tho educational drive and afterward
born in the cock-loft of the Star build-

ing, and sponsored by prominent
members on that cccasion of team 16,
and who were parties to the low-
down, contemptible paragraph in
Squires’ manifesto with relation to
Sir Michael Cashin’s alleged issuing
of a script for whitkey, together with
the whole of the utterance contained
in the manifestc re prohibition. The
man who could write such a thing
and the men who could be parties to
their leader’s words re prohibition
when their own Editor, a non-prac-
tising physician, was guilly of issuing
seripts himself, could not be acquaint-
ed with the meaning of the word
“hypocrite.” We invite our readers
to read the message belcw, and feel
that not only Methodists, but citizens
of every denomination will repudiate
the men cornected with the Squires
party who could so far forget them-
selves as to send such a message over
the wires to Montreal. Neither our
original statement nor the one we are
now making would be published but
for the fact that we are convinc‘
that the team was used as a politied

lever to boost R. A. Squircs as everye
thing else that he touches is used for
the same purpose.  The message
contains the pames of six members
of the team, five of whom signed the
disclaimer printed above.

Aim is two hundred and
fifty thousand dollars. There are six-
teen teams. We are the sixteenth team,
and took hold when it seemed that or-
ganization likely to be lopsided. We
are high liners every night and must
put over fifty thousand dollars for
our team. We want to do sixty if we
can. Must whip the good, non-smok-
ing bunch stiff when it comes to do-
ing business, even if we may nof have
such a good chance for a diamond
crown and gold foolstool a century
hence. Harry Reid has helped us like
a joker and tfelegraphed us ten thou-
sand dollars. We have dug the filty
lucre out of our own pockets until we
are running light. For God’s sake
telegraph us ten thousand or so by
Sunday, as we must beat the bunch
by Monday, when it is all over. This is
really a great movement; figures
show there are 23 hundred children
here in St. John’s who cannot learn
to read and write as there are no
schools to -handle them at all. One
firm here has given twenty thousand
dollars. Most of big pledges are for
annual payments for five years. We
are having the time of our lives and
if you will wire us at least ten thou-
sand, we will make the beams of the
old plave ring. The whole bunch was
enthusiastic when you got that handle.
