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Squires9 Blunders.
From tlie zenith of prosperity 

under the leadership of Sir M. 
P. Cashin, nine short months 
ago, the country has descended 
to the nadir of depressiop, and 
business people are paralysed 
with fear and doubt as to just 
what is going to happen next. 
Every move made by the 
Squires Government has been 
a blunder pregnant with disas­
ter for the dominion, and it is 
a puzzle to the thinking public to 
decide as to whether it is all 
done through personal ignor­
ance, stupidity or incompetency, 
or through design to wreck 
Newfoundland and bring about 
enforced Confederation with 
Canada. Every man to be met 
on Water Street these days has 
a look of dread and worry on 
his face, influenced by the state 
of affairs produced by the cal­
amitous outlook brought about 
by the Government, and no one 
is willing to venture into trade 
transactions extending into the 
future at any length. The Gov­
ernment’s action in increasing 
taxation to the tune of nearly 
TWO MILLION DOLLARS un­
der present trade conditions, is 
like an act of men gone insanq. 
In effect it means that two hun­
dred and sixty thousand people 
will be asked to contribute 
NINE MILLION DOLLARS or 
approximately THIRTY - FIVE 
DOLLARS per head of popula­
tion to even up the total sum of 
expenditure. Make no mistake 
it is the people who work that 
Will have to pay this huge sum. 
And the worst feature of it all is 
that this has been done by a 
man who, in his election mani­
festo, solemnly promised to re­
duce taxation and make things 
easier for the fishermen.

* * * * * *
Last fall the. cry of the 

Squires Party was "Turn the 
grafters out," but a more brazen 
gang of grafters never ruled any 
country, than those in power in 
Newfoundland to-day, judging 
them upon their own figures 
submitted in the Estimates. 
*

They are simply throwing mon­
ey away, firing the hardly paid 
taxes of the fishermen at the 
heads of already highly paid 
officials, in the shape of salar­
ies which were never asked for, 
never expected, and which they 
could get along very well with­
out. There is nothing for the 
soldier and the sailor who risk­
ed their lives in the Great War, 
tmd nothing for the fisherman 
but a fishery law that has 
brought his fish down from 
fourteen dollars to five dollars 
per quintal. “It is impossible 
to sell fish in St. John’s at any 
price,” is the expressidn of 
opinion of many men who have 

. recently brought fish here to 
I sell. They had either to store 
l their parcels or take them home 
i again. Tn the face of this fact

"not to worry about the present 
price of fish: it will be as good 
a price next fall as it was last.” 
Why not get the good price 
now? It is about present prices 
that fishermen are worrying, 
and not those of next fall. The 
cry of big prices to come is made 
•for the prime purpose of deceiv­
ing and bamboozling the elect­
ors of Bay-de-Verde, but it will 
not work this time. Therè has 
been too much deceit and too 
much blundering on the part of 
Squires and his Government to 
Tgain take in the men of Bay- 
ée-Verde or those of the other 
districts any longer. Bay-de- 
Verde men are not of the type 
to be led astray by the flaunt- 
ingsz of a paid Government press, 
and all the other districts are 
"fed up” on the duplicity and in­
competency of the present Gov­
ernment. Bay-de-Verde fisher­
men will strike the first stroke 
toward getting rid of the aggre­
gation calling itself an adminis­
tration, and on to-morrow 
will smite with such shrewdness 
through the ballot boxes that 
the blow delivered at graft will 
jDreak the chains which have 
been rivetted on the neck of 
every man in the country who 
is trying to make a living out 
of the fishery: chains welded by 
the arrogance and greed of the 
party which promised a square 
deal and which gave it by en­
forcing such drastic Fishery 
Regulations, that Bay-de-Verde 
can kill with their votes. It is 
to their advantage to have free 
trade. By obtaining it in the 
defeat of Cave and the crumb­
ling of the Government fabric 
thereat, the price of fish will at 
once improve. The men of Bay- 
de-Verde can start this on 
Thursday.

Mr. T. J. Edens, the well-known 
city grocer, died at Annapolis, N.8., 
yesterday morning. Real regret was 
felt and expressed over all the town 
yesterday afternoon when the news, 
received by wire, became general. 
Mr. Bdene was widely and well 
known and to hi* passing St. John's 
loses one of her beet cltisene.

Monday night Mr. Edens was strick­
en with apoplexy and died a few 

.hours later, fortified by the rltee of 
the Roman Catholic Church. Right 
Rev. Mons.v McDermott, of the Cathe­
dral, received the sad Intelligence 
shortly after. Mrs. Bdene was at her 
dying husband’s bedside and, fortun­
ately, was with him to the end. In­
terment takes place at Annapolis to­
day.

Mr. Bdene, accompanied by Mrs. 
Edens, left a month ago on a vaca­
tion made necessary by diligent at­
tention to business. Hie health was 
good, however, and makes hts pass­
ing more a shock than would other­
wise be.

Bom 68 years ago to this city, the 
late Mr. Bdene wae educated here and 
at Montreal. Leaving school he en­
tered his father's .grocery business, 
lster taking It over under his own 
name. He was, an ex-Munlclpal Coun­
cil member, one of the founders of 
the old "Academia Club," a warm 
supporter of athletics and a promin­
ent figure In connection with the 
Regatta. He was a member of the St 
Boil’s College Board tof Governors, 
one of the founders of the Catholic 
Cadet Corps, a lifelong member of 
the B.I.S., of the K. of C., and a mem­
ber of the City Club. Political hon­
ors he might have shared, but a re­
tiring disposition forbade. Three of 
his eons fought to the Great War. 
Two made the Supreme Sacrifice. Mr. 
Bdene wae en active war-worker, 
while Mrs. Bdene-was prominent In 
the ranks of the Women's Patriotic 
Association.

His widow, nee Miss M. Walsh 
(daughter of the late William P. 
Walsh), two daughters, Mieses Mar­
garet and Gertrude, two eons, Francis 
and Gerald, and one brother, George, 
residing at Sydney, N.S., are left To 
them the Telegram extends sympathy.
