NEW FUR SEAL ROOKERIES

is woman’s

Lieut. Ellsworth Bertholf Discovers
Two in the Aleutian Islands.

Washington, Aug. 2l1.—Lieut.
worth Bertholf, of the revenue cutter
Service, who received a gold medal
from Congress last spring for his part
in the overland expedition in Alaska
in the winter of 1897-98, and who made
a trip to Arctic Siberia last year in
search of reindeer for the Government,
has added to these exploits by dis-
covering a new fur seal rookery in the
Aleutian Islands. While cruising
among the islands near the extreme
western end of the chain early in July
as executive officer of the steamer
Manning, Lieut. Bertholf went ashore
with a boat's crew on the island of
Bouldyer. There he found two rook-
eries of fur seals, similar to those
found on the famous Pribyloff Islands,
which are fully 700 miles in a north-
i‘t'us‘\erly direction from Bouldyer.

The scene of the newly discovered
lsv;:l herds is a mere dot of land be-
tween Jehring Sea and the Pacific
]Ou*un fully 3,500 miles northwest of
San Francisco, but still within Ameri-
can jurisdiction. Lieut. Bertholf ap-

Capt. Shoemaker, chief of the revenue
cutter Service, heard through the

gradually declining seal fisheries in the
Pribyloff Islands, will prove to be of
great importance.
