sionps In coal mines wiil have been
eliminated, according to the statement
of J. €. Roberts, superintendent of
rescue work of the bureau of mines
throughout the southwestern section
of the country. Mr. Roberts, who is
Tegarded as one of the heroes of the
bureau of mines, says that co-opera-
tion between the miners and operators
is needed to stop disasters.

“Men in mining work must join In
the effort to prevent disaster,” he
sald, “and until they do the disasters
will contlnue. Operators already have
awakened to the necessity of co-
operation, and are issuing instructiong
which are of great ald. They are
keeping coal dust—the greatest cause
of coal mine disasters—in a molst con-
dition, and are installing appliances
to safeguard the lives of their men.”

In the year and a half that Mr.
Roberts has been connected with the
bureau of mines he has seen disasters
in eastern and western mines. He is
accredited with having saved the lives
of 25 miners at different times. One
of his most herolc rescues was in the
fll-fated Delagua mine, near Trinldad,
Col Without an oxygen helmet he
entered a cut fllled with black damp
and carried a miner to safety.

Mr. Roberts sayg coal operators can-
not afford such disasters.

“I have one instance in mind,” sald
le, “where a Colorado coal company
suffered three disasters in two years.
At the present day a mine explosion
means damage suits by the widows of
dead miners and by men who are
crippled. Thig expense, added to the
frightful damage done to the mines
in most Instances, means that any
company suffering a big disaster ls
glven a terrific financial blow.

“T'he work Is kept advancing, not be-
cause of financial consideration, but
because the operators all over the
country ave interested in the welfare
of the!r men. They are determined
that first among all things shall come

safety. They are resolved to adopt all
the suggestions of the bureau of
mines.”

Mr. Rohertg declared that the pres-
ent system of keeping the coal dust
wet 18 one of the prime causes of a
diminution of the number of disasters.

In  at-
tempting the solving of this great
question, the Presbyterian Church had
taken the position that the attitude of
men towards God would do jt.

“It
certain persons,

knowing where a townsite in the west
was to he located, have threatened
poor ignorant Galiciang out of their

farms, by claiming that flaws existed
in the title. They obtained this land
at a small price, and afterwards sold
it as a town site, to reap large re-
wards. This !s not right nor just. The
wealthy man is just as much obligat-
ed to obey the moral law as the poor
man. The corporations have been a
menace, and are now a menace to the
country. No man can make a millijon
dollars or five miliion dollars and ren-
der soclety the equivalent. It must
be made by gambling in the resources
of the country, and that is wrong."
The Spirit of Christ.

Dr. Ross declared that lahor men
should also be hound by the spirit
of Christ. He did not consider that
a man could quit a job and at the
same time hold It No man should
stand with a club to prevent another
man obtaining employment. He de-
precated the sympathetic strlke, and
declared that such  were wrong. In
the question of strikes, the interests
of the public should at all times be
considered.  He was fully aware that
in many cases the labor men had done
so, and he felt that whenever a strike
was deemed necessary, every means
to protect the public should be taken
before its commencement.

An example of the working of mod-
ern conditions was shown, when Dr.
Ross deciared that in the richest city
in America, perhaps the richest clty in
the world, one family in fourteen was
ejected because the rent could not be
pald, and one person in ten who died
was burled by charity. In that same
elty, fortunes were expended on one
meal. These things should not be.

Dr. Ross promised at a later date to
speak further on the question of cap-
ital and labor.
