SIR WILLIAM WISEMAN DEAD.

An English paper, just received, contains
the followi rticulars of the death of
Capt. Sir William Wiseman, Bart., which
n&? event oceurred on January 12 of this

enr :

r “ With ‘deep regret we announce the
death; at 4 Eliott terrace, Plymouth, ‘yes-
terday, of Capt. Sir William Wiseman,
» inspecting captain of training ships

at Devonport, and captain of the Impreg-
nable. Dying at the early age of 47, aiter
& period of meritorions service and the
prosgect of an even more brilliant fature,
his decease is particularly serrowiul. It is
also rendered more saddening by the fact
that his illness was of very short duration
and his death umexpected. - Sir William
was one of the captains selected to ‘sit at
the courtmartial for the trial of Vice-Ad-
miral Fairfax, C.B., which extended over
ten days, Throughout that exhaustive in-
%niry he demonstrated his abilities as a
ritish sailor by asking pertinent questions,
which showed that he understood the cir-
cumatances of the case as thoronghly as any
member of the Court. When the Court
assembled for the last time on Saturday,
however, it was evident to the Court, and
other persons present, that deceased was
very ill. On the previous day he com-
lained of feeling unwell, and on Saturday,
gefom the Court re-assembled, he again
mentioned that he was feeling %l, and
added that he intended to sit on the court-
martial until the end, in order that the
‘Court might not be inconvenienced.- - Upon

Two years later he obtained well deserved
promotion to commander’s rank through a
death v . In 1874 he :succeeded to
the title. by the death of his father,. and
nt some time on shore, - He remained
eleven years a commander, and was pro-
moted captain in 1882, at the age of 37.
In the following year he was to
the Immortalite, of the Channel sgquadron,
This post the deceased officer held until last
Beptember, when he was appointed to suc-
oeed Captain Harris as Inspecting Captain
of the Boys’ Training Ship, and captain of
the Impregnable. ~Sir William Wiseman
was greatly respected in the service,” .

Its Almost Illimitable Possibilities—
Precions Metals in Vast Quan-
tity and Richness.

Statements of Eminent Professional
men, Which Are Well Worthy
of Consideration.

Captain William Moore, who a few weeks
since returned from the Yukon country, in
which he has for some years past taken a
lively and practical interest in' en-
deavoring to procure a road into the
district, had & conversation the other day
with a CoLONIST reporter, to whom he gave
a considerable amount of information which
many people will be glad to have. In the
course of the interview the Captain said :
“ The Yukon district isa grand country for
the miner and prospector,and there is an easy
and feasible way of bringing it within eight
or ten days’ journey from Victoria,which will
do away with the present serious difficulties
that exist and will relieve miners going
into that ‘country of nine-tenths of their
present hardships,

the way of St. Michael’s must be done away
with, as you will perceive by following that
route from Vietoria to the mines, how many
dangers and difficulties ‘the miners have to
contend with by going that way.

The distance from Victoria by way of the
mouth of the Yukon up to Pelly river, is
(roughly estimating) about 4,500 miles, and
goods and provisiens going that way have
to be landed:on the island of St.
Michael’s; where there is neither wood nor
water; and an  ocean vessel has to anchor
between three and four miles off shore and
with hesvy westerly winds she has to
heave her anchor and stand off to sea.
Then ocean steamers cannot get to St.
Michael’s before the latter end of June or
the first of 'July on aceount of pack icein
that part of Behring Sea and Norton Sound.
At St. Michael’s the freights are trans-
ferred to river steamers and the route be-
tween there and Offen Mouth, which is the
northern e of the Yukon, is exposed
to the open sea with strong westerly winds
prevailing, which make it very dangerous
for such -steamers. This was where the
Alaska Fur Co.’s steamer Arctic was
wrecked in 1880, which jeopardized the
lives of about 250 miners, who waited ab
Forty Mile Creek and its vicinity for her
arrival with the year's supplies.

The first consignment of provisions that
the miners get: are a year old, being that
length of time on the journey, for they are
first taken only 300 miles up the river and
here the steamers go into winter quarters
and they do not continue their journey until
after the breaking up of the ice, which'is
