* Iy July, 1900, an Act was passed by
the legislature of Manitoba for the sup-
pression of the liquor trafiic in-that prov-
ince. Phe act, which was known by
its short title of “The Liquor Act,” was
to have come into operation on June 1,
1901. . Before that date;, on a reference
under chapter 28 of the revised statutes
of Manitoga. the Court of King's Beneh
pronounced the whole act to be umcon-
Stitutional. -ll?rm lgmt bdmn ‘fﬁe
sent appea en br . -

Egugh tlygeguestions submitted to the
Court of King's Bench were eleven in
_mumbér, the only one considered in the
court below and argued - before that
board was the first: ‘‘Had the legis-
lative assembly of :Manitoba jurisdic-
tion 'to enact. The iLiquor Act, and, if
not, in what particular or respect has
it exceeded its power?” _To that the
answer given was, ‘It exeeeded its
powers ‘in enacting The Liquor Act as &
whole.”. The ' .other questions were
either of an academical character or
such as could be material only in the
event ‘of the act being Q}eclared_ ps,rQy
and mot  wholly = unconstitutional. No
answer that could be given to any of
those questions would be of any prac-
tical value. ‘Their lordships, therefore,
would: confine their-attention to the sub-
ject to which the judgment of the
Court of King’s Bench and the argu-
ments at the bar were addressed.

The question at issue depended on
the meaning and effect of those sections
in the British North America Act,
1867, which provides for the distribufion
of flegislative powers between the Do-
minion and the provinces, = The subject
had been discussed hbefore the “board
very frequently and very fully. Mind-
ful of advice often quoted, but not-per-
haps always followed, their lordshi
did not propose to travel beyond ‘the
particular case before them. The drink
question, to use A’ common. expression
which was conyenient, if not altogether
accurate, 'was not to be found specific-
ally mentioned either in the classes: of
subjects enumerated in section 91, and
assigned to the legislature of the Do-
minion, or in. those enumerated in sec-
tion: 92 and thereby appropriated to the
provincial legislatures;  The omission
was probably not accidental: The re-
sult had been = somewhat remarkable.
On the one hand, according to “ Rus-
sell vs. Reg.” (7 app. Oas., 829), it was
competent for the Dominion legislature
to pass an act for the suppression of in-
temperance applicable to all parts of the
Domiittion,  and' when duly® brought into
operation in any particular district de-
riving its ‘efficacy from the general
authority vested in the Dominion par-
liament, to make laws for the pedce,
ogder and good govermment of Can-
ada. i

On the other hand, acecording to the
decision in ‘“Attorney-General for On-
tario vs. }Attorng-Gener;,\l for Domin-
jon” (1896, A, C. 348), it was not in-
competent for the provincial legislature
to pass a measure for the repression or
even for the total abolition of the liquor
traffic within the province, provided the
subject was ‘dealt with as a matter *“of
merely ' local - nature” in the province,
‘and the act itself was not repugnant to
any - act ‘of the parlinment of Canada.
In delivering judgment of the board in
the ‘case of tixe “Attorney~General for
Ontario vs. Attorney-General for the
PDominion ” Lord Watson expressed a
that .provincial legis-
lation for the suppression of the liquor
trafic could - not be supported er
either No. 8 or No. 9 of section 92. His
Lordship observed that the only eua
ments of that section which appeared to
have any relation to such' legislation
were. to be found in Nos. 13 and 18,
which assigned to-the exclusive juris-
diction of the provincial legislatures (1)
“Property and civil rights in 'the prov-
ince,” and (2) “Generally all matters of
a merely local or private nature in the
province.” = He added that it ‘was not
necessary for the purpose of that ap-
peal to determine whether such legis-
‘lation was aunthorized by one or by the
other of those heads. ' 'Although that
particular %uestion was thus left ap-
.parently undecided, a careful perusal of
the judgment led to the conclusion that
in the opinion of the board the case fell
under No. 16 rather than under No, 13,

Lord Kitehenet’s Statement of
Investigation Regarding the
Wounded at Brakenlaagte

Some Men Well Looked After—
Others Horribly Used By
Boers.

London, Dec. 12.—The War Office is-
sued a statement tonight dealing with
the Boer treatment of Col. Benson's
wounded at Brakenlaagte, which is the
result of the investigation of the matter
instituted by Leord Kitchener. The state-
ment sets forth that 18 officers and men
of Col. Benson’s command were kindly
and even carefully treated by the Boers,
while the Yemaining 75 meu who were
examined testified that they witnessed
and suffered atrocities worse than those
which followed the Vlakfontein disaster.
These latter said unarmed and wounded
men lying around the guns were killed
at close range and that the survivors of
the engagement suffered torture, being
robbed and stripped of their clothing in
spite of their wouuds and broken limbs.

Lord Kitchener says that evidently the
Boer leaders are 1o loager able to re-
press murder and outrage on the part
of their subordinates.

‘At the St. Andrews’ banquet at Cape-
town, the Premier; Sir Gordon Sprigg,
made the following important address:
He said the new' arrangement under
wkich the Cape government was re-
sponsible for maintaining in the field the
forces thit were operating in the Cape
involved respousibility for the total ex-
Jenditure of supporting 18,000 town
guardsmen in 31 districts, and four-fifths
of the expenses of an additional 18,000
men, comprising the Cape Mounted
Rifles, the Cape Police, and other volun-
teer corps, and the district mounted
troops serving in the colony. These fii-
ures included 1,000 whites, who were
armeéd to protect the transkei. The re-
sponsibility for safeguarding the vast
Transcian - territory was entirely in the
hands of the colonial government. A
noble response, the Premier said, had
been made to the call to arms by the
government. ' Hleven months ago that
aight (Saturday) two hundred men of
the Capetown Guard, under one of the
colonial commanders, had gone to the
front to participate actively in the opera-
tions.

iSir Gordon Sprigg sajd that under the
new arrangements the Boers would be
systematically driven out of the various
districts, and measures would be taken
to prevent their returning., At the same
time means woult be taken to prevent
the local Dutch from joining or other-
wise aiding the Boers. The forces in
the field would = move in northeasterly
and northwesterly directions, with the
ultimate object of gaining complete gos-
session of the whoe colony.  Sir Ger-
don said it' was impossible to say at
what. precise time the war would ter-
minate, as numerous small bodies of the
enemy must be wiped out one after an-
other. ‘The war could come to an end
when the means of carrying on hostili-
ties by the invaders and rebels had dis-
appeared, when the last man was gone
or had been made prisoner, the last gun
captured, and the last round of ammuni-
tion taken. The speaker said he was
not pessimistic two years ago.  He was
-not optimistic now, but he was thor-
ougsly convinced that war was drawing
to a close. : :
