SAILORS’ HARD LUCK STORY.

Wrecked on Venezuelan Coast and Are
Detained by Troops.

Willamstadt, .Curacao, March 10.—'1‘110";
ierew of the Porto Rican schooner Rap-|
ido, wrecked on the Venezuelan coast,
have arrived here. After the Rapido
was wrecked the erew of the vessel,
mumbering five, gained the shore, from
which they took three days to reach
Port 'Coro. They had to trudge through
an inhospitable country without food or
hvater, while the revolutionists whom
they encountered on their way threat-
ened them and robbed ‘them of their
money and clothing, in spite of their
protests that they were shlpwrecke_d
[Aeerican sailors. They then met with
‘the government troops, who detained
them and made the sailors follow them.
The shipwrecked men were finally re-
leased, and the United States consular
agent at Coro had them forwarded here
on the Venezuelan sloop Iinda. The
iconsul here has given them relief and
their passage to Porto Rico.

War Secretary Declares Govern-
ment Prepared to Fight
For Increase.

Thirty * Thousand Additional
Men Will Be Asked
For.

Toondon, March 10.—In the House of
{Counmons today in committee of the
'wiole, the debate on the army esti-
'maltes was commenced. War Secretary
Brodrick began by flatly announcing the
governmenkt's intention to fight it out on
wthe preposition to make the establish-
ment 235,761 men of all ranks as being
‘a question of an efficient force, not-
hwithstanding the attack made on it
from both sides of the House of Par-
liament. The Empire’s demands were
ever increasing, and the proposed estab-
lishment would not be found excessive
for the eolonies, frontiers, and for de-
fence, in the event of the country being
icalled upon to defend the frontiers,
which was always Hable to oeeur.

! After a short debate on the amend-
ment to reduce the establishmeat by
3&7,000 men, the discussion was adjourn-
i For the year 1902-03 the total rezular
army, Home and Colonial, is given as
205,430.. Including Imperial Yeemanry,
16,730 and enlisted volunteers, 5,400,
‘the actual numbers on Jamuary 1, 1902,
iwere 322,263.
