Retirement From Fengwang-

' 8t. Petersburg, May 8—In anticipa-
tion of the severance of communication,
all the valuable public documents had
been removed to Mukden, and the work
of supplying Port Arthur with  provi-
sions and munitions had been progress-
in~ for weeks. The authorities appar-
euntly are satisfied that practically 1o
non-combatants remain there. The in-
habitants of Port Dalny were sent
away some time ago.
The newspapers accept the news sto-
ically, adjuring the people mnot to be
-discouraged, since the cutting off of
Port Arthur was a foregone conclusion
from the first.

The Novoe Vremya says: ‘““The fort-
ress aud its defenders must now shift
for themselves until our army in suf-
ficient strength can come down from
the north and rescue them. In the mean-
time the people must accustom them-
selves to.be without ‘direct news from
[Port Arthur.”

Loudly Praise
The Japanese

British Press Express Great Ad-
miration of Brilliant
\ Strategy.

Mikado’s Third Army Corps Has
Yet to Make Its
Appearance.

London, May 7.—The British press is
loud in its expressions of admiration
for the brilliant Japanese strategy in
dealing, in rapid succession, three great
blows—the battle of the Yalu. the seal-
ing of Pont Arthur and the landing at
Pitsewo—and the d’ev:égpmexllltmof chthe
opening moves is awaited wit e great-
est interest. It is considered to be-not
unlikely that the primary' object will
be an assault upon 3"ort Arthur and an
endeayor to capture the Russian fleet

. 'This idea is favored by Henry
Spencer Wilkinson in the Morning Post,
a man posted on Japanese affairs,
Other journals say the Japanese will
be content to place a small force as
a mask at Port Arthur, and will send
their main force from Pitsewo to co-
operate with Genepal Kuroki’s army, in
which case, if the Russian assertion that
large reinforcements have been sent to
Fengwamngcheng is true, a great and
decisive battle is imminent there or at
Liaoyang,

It is believed that it'is Japan's second
army that landed at Pitsewo, and that
the destinatiofi of the third army corps
is still to be revealed.

Practically no further mews of any
