St. George’s hall, a large auditorium
which had been specially fitted up for
the occagon, was inadequate to accom-
modate tne crowds that wished to hear
the évidence.

A
sensation was created by the appear-
ance of James Nixon, chief engineer of
the trawler Crane, who was brought to
the hall from the hospital swathed in
bandages. He testified that while look-
ing at what he imagined to be a sham-
fight he was struck on the head and
became unconscious.

After further corroborative evidence,
Reginald Aeland, Jr., counsel to the ad.
miralty, addressed the jury in behalf of
the treasury. Counsel suggested that a
verdict be rendered recording the facts,
but not prejudicing the case before the
international inquiry. The coroner sug-
gested that if he acted on Mr. Acland’s

Only One Life Lost But Havoc

Mount Vermon, N. Y., Nov. 2.—The
explosion - of oyver-.a .ton of dynamite
under the bridge here“at T.o'clock today,
shook the city anJd the surrounding coun-
try for five miles, probably killed at
least one_person and injured nearly
forty others, two of whom died, Sup-

Chief of Police Foley at once ar-
rested W. F. Ryan, foreman of the gang
of men employed on the blasting opera-
tions and many witnesses are now being
held while an investigation is being
made.

The cause of the explosion is at pres-
ent uuknown. The dypamite was owned
by the Egly-Bunty “Construction Com-
pany, which is doing blasting for the
railroad company. All of the employees
except the missing Italian were away
from the cut at the time of the explo-
sion.

The bridge destroyed was owned by
the city of Mount Vernon. None of the
Supports are supposed to be uninjured.
