PORTLAND, Ore., Aug. 17.—Fores-
try service-officials are known to have
obtained evidence that several disas-
trous forest fires in the northwest have
been set by men who later secured
employment as fire fighters, It is be-
lieved that this has become a common
practice in many "districts. While ac-
knowledging that they have evidence,
the officials here are trying to impli-
cate several whole gangs before mak-
ing any arrest Suspicion was aroused
Wwhen men who had fought one fire
appeared about another, recently dis-
covered in the same locality.
The usual wage has been thirty

cents an hour, The forestry  service

alone has spent $20,000 thix - season,
‘the highest known for thirty years.
Three hundred men are employed by
the Western Forestry and Censervation
association. ¢
