If the
law has become useless, and we assert it
has, what is the sense in continuing it.
Better to have a dozen licensed liquor

It
believes there is no. greater curse to the

sired. Many of them are respectable
business and professional men who are
possessed of as good judgment and com-
mon ‘sense as those who are so strong in
‘criticism. This is a free country in
which every citizen has the right to form
his own opinion, and the intemperate
course of some Scott Act supporters in
assailing those who differ from them as
t> the best means of restricting the li-
quor traffic, is not calculated to assist
the promoters of the present law.
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Death of Hon. Robert Robinson.

*~"The death of Hon. Robert Robinson,
1whieh occurred . at his home at St
Andrews, at an early hour Saturday
morning, will be sincerely mourned by
“the people of this City and County, and
‘indeed in every part of the Province
where the deceased gentleman was
known.: ~ Mr. Robinson had long
becn identified with the interests of
York County. He served several terms
‘in the Municipal Council and occupied
the position of Warden. In 1870 he
was chosen with George L. Hatheway,
John A. Beckwith and Charles Mac-
pherson to represent York in the House
of Assembly, and in the election of 1874
he was re-elected with Messrs. Fraser,
Dow and Barker. In 1878 he was ele-
vated to the Legislative Council, having
previously removed his residence from
Canterbury to St. Andrews. He held
his seat in the Upper Houfe up to the
time of his death. During his fifteen
years service in the Legislature, York
had no truer frfend than Mr. Robinson.
Personally he was a man much respect-
ed by a yery large circle of acquaint-
ances. Cheerful, enthusiastic and ex-
tremely genial in his disposition, he was
a good friend and a pleasant companion.

Mr. Robinson was of Irish birth, but
came to New Brunswick when quite a
young man. ile has for many years
engaged in mercuutile pursuits at Can-
terbury and itcrested himself in var-
ious railway enterprises, amassing a
competence by his industry and thrift.
His familiar form and pleasant speech
will be very greatly missed by his fellow
legislators, who regardless of political
diiforences, held him in great esteem.
The deceased was fiffy-six years of age.
His remains, which were interred yes-
terday, with Masonic honors, at St. An-
drews, were followed to their last sest-

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The Electric Light.

Among the more recent of notable in-
ventions none have been more beneficial
than the electric light, which is now in
use in all the leading cities of the world-
‘When the use of gas was first introduc-
ed people wondered how they got along
with only candle and lamp lights, and
now that the electric light is so rapidly

| succeeding gas, the wonder grows.

Mr. W. A. Patrick who represents
the Brush-Swan system, which is quite
universally used in other cities, and Mr.
A. B. Sheraton, of St. John, are here en-
deavoring to introduce the electric light
into Fredericton, and are meeting with
much encouragément.  Since Saturday
evening, an exhibition of the light has
been given each evening at the Barker
House, inside and out, from a dynamo
driven at the N. B. Foundry, and it has
been eminently successful. The promot-
ers claim that the whole city can be
lighted by two towers of four lights each,
in convenient localities, at a height of
one hundred and fifty feet, and at a
lower figure than is now paid for gas.
They propose the formation of a com-
pany with a capital of $25,000, and
claim that the enterprise will prove a
profitable one. Only a few days have
yet been spent in canvassing the city for
subscribers, but already more than twen-
ty-five lights have been subscribed for.
The prospect of an early general intro-
duetion of the light into Fredericton
already appears probable. Therc ought
to be no difficulty in organizing the com-
pany, with the backing already received,
and a little perseverance on the part
lof Messrs. Patrick and Sheraton, will
doubtless establish their enterprise here.

With its fine public buildings, its ex-
cellent side walks, with the prospect of
increased railway facilities, with a tele-
phone system now being generally in-
troduced, and the establishment of a
system of electric lighting, Fredericton,
will soon lack very few of the advant-
ages of much larger and more preten-
tious cities.

Shooting Affray at the North.

A Woman the Viectim,

Conflicting Accounts of the Affair.

NEWCASTLE, Sep. 3.—A lamentable case
of shooting occurred late Wednesday night
at Indiantown, mouth of Renous river,
Northumberland Co., about eighteen miles
sbove Newcastle, at a tavern and boarding
house, kept by one Connors. It appears that
between eleven and twelve o’clock a man
named Conniogham, who had been drinking
was lying on a lounge in this tavern, when
another man came in and pulled him from
the lounge to the floor which so exasperated
him that he sprang up and drew a pistol in-
tending doubtless to fire on his opponent.
The man was hurried out of the house and
parties endeavored to restrain Cunniogham
from following him. The latter broke away
and found his way into the dining room
where Mrs. Conners, wife of the tavern
keeper and another woman were standing.
The shooting took place there. The accounts
are conflicting. One account is that one of
the men who followed him attempted to
take the pistol from bim, and that in the at-
tempt the pistol went off, the ball entering
the g_rem of Mrs, Connors and passing very
close to the heart. Apother account eays
that the land-lady ordered Cunninglam out,
and that he raised the pistol and fired. Cun-
ningham was arrested and taken to Newcastle

The preliminary examivation of Cunniog-
cammenced at Newcastle on Saturday
before Justice Niden ; Samuel Thomson for
the prosecution, W. A. Park for the prisoner.
The facts elicited differ somewhat from the
information firet received here. Asshown by
the evidence given by Michael Sullivan, he
was at Conners’ tavern soon after dark, and
*when the trouble commenced he eaw Cun-
ningham standing in the dining room with a
pistol in bis hand and heard him say that it
was cocked. He (Sullivan) called to Mrs.
Connors to leave the room, but before she
could de so the shot was fired, no one being
close to the prisoner at the time. Mrs. Con-
pors in a second or two exclaimed * Oh I'm
shot.”” The prisoner did not sesm to know
that he had shot anyone, or that he had fired
off a chamber, and made no resistance when
Sullivan took the pistol from him. Witness
said he did not hear any threats between the
isoner and Mrs. Oonnors. The examination
is adjourned till Monday next. Mrs, Connors
is slill alive,
