The
charge against Alexand-r Sullivan of com-
}Jlicity in the murder has not a single
act tosustain it. © I have not the slightest
doubt of Mr. Sullivan’s complete exoner-
ation. Unless some good and efficient
reason can be sdduced that will in some
degree explain why any Irishman should
imbrue his hands in the blood of Dr.
Cronin, the theory that he was murdered
by men in the pay of the En;lilh secret
service is as plsusible as any.” = Mr. Fitz-
gerald suggested that jf the English secret
agents committed the crime, the object was
to create a public-outery against Irish secret
societies and to damage the whole Irish
movement.
