The
firing varty led, marching slow time with
their arms reversed, then the band playing the
Dead March, followed by the gnu carriaie
bearing vhe coffin wrapped in the Union Juck.
On the casket were a couple of wreaths, one
surronnding the dead soldier’s carriage belt,
to which hung his revolver. The pall-bearers
followed the carriage. Then came the horse,
draped, with rifie fastoned the reverse way to
the pounnel of the saddle, the top bouts stuck
the reverse way in the stirrups, and next the
officers of the corps. In this order, followed
by a very largs number of private citizens, the
cortege wended 1ts way slowiy to  Shaganopie
Poing, whers,‘in the anlitury cemetery, vhe
dead soldier was turned under the sod, after
his comrades bud fired three volleys over the
ojen Zrave,
