The main concern is that of 
the public safety, not the convenience and 
ease of the murderer. The object of capital 
punishment is to put the murderer out of 
existence. If electricity will do this effect­
ively and quickly let it be need. The idea in 
employing it is not so much to consult the 
murderer’s wishes as to avoid shocking the 
public mind by a bungling hanging. There­
fore let no mock sentiment mislead the pub­
lic in judging of death by electricity.

And let the public remember that the law 
is dealing, not with ordinary men, but the 
worst specimens of humanity, the slayers of 
women and the -midnight assassin. If elec­
tricity will “quiet" them “with neatness 
and despatch” let it be employed. Don’t get 
sentimental over the ordinary murderer. 
He is better out of the world than in it,

Scarcely had the current 
been removed for the second tinje, however, 
when there again appeared signs of con­
tinued life. The man’s chest heaved and 
froth gathered at his mouth.

It was a spectacle which no tongue nor pen 
could describe. Hastily word was given to 
the concealed exoutioner in the next 
room to turn the switch again. 
This time the dynamo was allowed, for 
four full minutes, to pour its destroying 
tide into the poor strapped down piece of 
humanity. Then there appeared signs known 
to those familiar with cases of death on the 
wire in New York. Smoke came forth from 
the mouth, the odor of burning flesh filled 
the stifling hot room. Kemmler was dead at 
last. By this time even the coolest-headed 
of the party was terriblv impressed by the 
awfulness of the event. What was the mat­
ter nobody can tell at this time. It was de­
clared at first that the voltage 
into Kemmler’s body was regisl 
That was enough to have killed instantly.

Little by little it becomes evident that the 
whole truth of Kemmler’s execution was not 
told by the men who saw the occurrence. 
Most of the witnesses, seen when they first

The body of the dead man still sat in the 
electric chair, the limbs rigid, the expression 
of the face (but for the discolorations oMhe 
skin) unchanged. The rigor of theh^flK 
a matter of comment and surprti^^Emg 
the physicians. The jaw had not faSe and 
the pleasant expression, with which Kemm­
ler had greeted the witnesses as he entered 
the execution room, still lingered about his 
features

It was determined that Dr. Jenkins of New 
York, instead of Dr. Daniel, should do the 
work with the surgeon’s knife, because of his 
long experience in performing autopsies on 
persons killed by electricity. Both Dr. 
Daniel and Dr. Jenkins stripped off their 
coats and vests and the surgeons’ case was 
opened and the glittering array of knives 
and saws brought out. The body was lifted 
from the chair and placed on the table in the 
centre of the room. It still preserved its 
rigidity. A small wooden box was placed 
under the bead to support it and 
the limbs were straightened out as far 
as possible. Then a convict was summoned 
from the prison to take off the clothing."

The removal revealed a soar nearly five 
inches in diameter where the second electrode 
had pressed against the base of the spine, 
showing that the current had burned tfirough 
into the flesh. The body looked healthy and 
well nourished. Dr. Bhrady at this point 
suggested the necessity of making the exam­
ination as formal as though it was to be 
taken for criminal investigation, and volun­
teered to act as secretary and take the report 
in shorthand. This was agreed upon, and 
the first step taken was to bind a clinical 
thermometer to the nape of the neck and 
take the temperature.

Dead Beyond All Question.
The record demonstrated that the man was 

dead beyond all question. The table, on 
suggestion, was moved over to the corner 
of the cell directly under the windows, where 
a better light could be had. When it was in 
xnition a general survey of the body was

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THE DEFEAT OF THE BYLAWS.
The defeat of five of the bylaws yesterday 

was not a surprise. The property owners 
have got it into their heeds that the expendi­
ture of the city has been piling up too rapidly 
and that a check must be put to it. And so 
they ohoee the plan of defeating the bylaws 
as the only available means to that end. The 
wisdom or unwisdom of this course has yet 
to be realized.

As to the University bylaw this much is 
to be said; The public rightly or wrongly 
were prejudiced against that institution. 
They think that the University took the city 
“by the throat" in the recent settlement of 
the Park lease dispute. They refused yes­
terday to look at the merits of 
the question involved in the bylaw. 
On its merits we contend that to 
have carried the bylaw would have been 
in the long run a substantial saving to the 
city. The University wanted ready money, 
and it considered it was making a sacrifice 
in accepting *200,000 debentures for a per­
petual annuity of *6000. The University, 
now that the citizens have refused the de­
bentures has only one recourse. It will in 
all likelihood sell the fifteen scree at park 
lend recently surveyed into lots, and realize 
the highest possible sum that it will bring. 
They are not now in a position to entertain 
an offer for the lease of the land in question. 
Had the bylaw been carried, and the Uni­
versity’s need of ready money thereby been 
removed, we believe the University would 
have been ready to have turned these fifteen 
acres over to the city at a reasonable rental. 
The public have inflicted no punishment on 
the University ; they have, however, probably 
effectually blocked the acquisition of the 
fifteen acres for a park.

As to the defeat of the bylaws authorizing 
expenditures for permanent works in the 
shape of new water mains, pumping engine, 
new school houses, park improvements, etc.,

< there is little to be said in defence of the 
course of the property owners. The 
will be a stoppage in some of the works,-and 
for the others an Increase in the taxes for 
this year will have to be made. A supple­
mentary tax paper to the ones just sent out 
will be levied, and the taxpayers will have 
he privilege of paying in one year what the 
bylaws distributed over many years. The 
council will have to find a way ont of the 
*”uble, and the only way we see at present is 
m increase the rate.

of the left lung. The lung showed 
a marked emphysematous condition. 
The spleen was normal The kidneys were 
intensely congested. The stomach contained 
a pint of undigested food. The gall bladder 
was distended with bile. The heart weighed 
5% ounces. The valves were healthy. The 
scalp on being removed showed the vertex 
of the skull to be in a desiccated 
condition, corresponding with the contact 
of the electrode as previously noted 
but of larger area, being four inches by four 
inches, the zone of the scalp being only 2}# 
by 3 inches, the long diameter being antero­
posterior.

On removal of the .skull cap the dura 
was normal in texture, somewhat dull 
in color, particularly over the area 

ding with the zone of contact. 
The meningeal vessels, measuring along the 
convexity antero—posteriorly of four inches 
on the left side and the three on the right 
were filled with carbonized, blood. On the 
internal aspect of the calvarium the men­
ingeal vessels and in the dura the contente 
and coate appeared to be black and car­
bonized. The ' carbonized vessels were 
so brittle that their ends were torn 
off with the calvarium and presented a broken, 
crummy appearance.

Those who desired were 
permitted to leave the chamber of horrors 
immediately.”

A WAIF AND A WANDERER.

The Story of Kemmler’s Life—The Crime 
for Which he Died.

Kemmler was bom in Philadelphia thirty 
years ago, brought up in ignorance, never 
learned a trade and for years has been a waif 
and a wanderer. He did not know whether 
he nas a relative living, although shortly 
after he came to Auburn he received a letter 
from a man living In Ohio who was probably 
his uncle.

So be grew up like a lost child and natur­
ally, because his father was a butcher, 
worked more at that than at anything else.
It was the only business of which he had the 
least knowledge. Some three years ago in 
Camden, N.J., he married Ida Porter. The 
day after his wedding he learned that she 
had another husband living. Immediately 
he left her and ran away to Buffalo with Mrs. 
TiUitf Zeigler. There he became at once a 
huckster and a drunkard. The woman, too. 
was cursed with a taste for liquor. They 
quarreled continually. She frequently stole 
his money, and, taken altogether, their life 
was as degraded as could be.

One night, crazy with drink, they had a 
row about a few cents, and he struck her on 
the head with an ax. Next day she was 
dead. That night, in the station-house cell, 
he was plied with liquor until he grew talk- 
ative and told enough to convict himself. 
That is the whole story of his life, common 
enough in its beginning, and uncommon 
m ite ending only because he was the first to 
die this new death ordained by the law.

THE DEATH PENALTY.

Various Methods of Infliction—The Gall- 
lotine and the Garrote.

At the time Blackstone wrote there were 
160 different offences which had been de­
clared felonies without benefit of clergy, and 
might be visited with the death penalty, but 
gradually the fearful list has been re­
duced to the crimes of treason and 
murder. In some of the United States 
rape, arson and robbery under ag­
gravated circumstances are added, but 
some have abolished capital punishment 
altogether.

In England, Scotland, Ireland, Austria and 
the United States (except New York) the 
punishment is by banging, in France by the 
guillotine, in Spain by the garrote, and in 
most of the other European states by behead­
ing, which was the method employed former­
ly in England.
