SENECAL’S SLICES,

His Boodle Was Unlimited in Amount
and Like Oliver Twist He Was
Ever Asking ¥For More,
OrTAaWA, Sept. L.—The Public Accounts
met again to-day when it resumed the en-
quiry into the Prinsing Bureau scandal.
George Blackhall, who has a machine shop
in Toronto, told the committee how he sold
$18,000 worth of machinery to ‘the Govern-

ment since opening of 1890. Of that amount
$8291 had been for his machinery and_ $10,-
000 for the goods of Hickok & Co., Harris-
burg, Pa., for whom he was agent. The
negotiations were carried on through Sene-
cal, who frequently got money, in all about
£2000. Seuecal suggested that the commis-
sion be divided up. The first mouey he gave
Senecal was a $1400 check on the Standard
Bank, Toronto, the last pagment was three
months ago, $40. Before dealing he under-
stood that it was necessary to ‘‘grease” Mr.
Senecal.

F. B. Polson, director of the Polson Iron
Works Company of Toronto, said that in the:
last four yearstbe company had furnished
to the department four engines and three
boilers; the total cost was about $6000.
Since 1388 he had also put in. another engine
for running the electric light, the cost of
which was $1800. Witness gave Senecal’
$520 by check on Ontario Bank, Toronto.
Senecal went to the works and R. L. Patter-
son told witness that if the contract was
given Senecal would have to get 10 per cent,,
which was exactly what he did get.

The price of machinery for the Printing
Bureau was about five per cent, lower than
the usual prices.

L. B. Montgomery of Montgomery, Woods
& Co., Toronto, leather belting manufac-
turers, told how his dealings with Senecal
began in 1889. Montgomery raised a laugh
when, in answer to Mr. Lister’s question as
to whether Senecal ever got any money from
the firm, he told how Benecal, when
passing through Toronto had asked “how he
was off for cash,” and had borrowed $27, all
the money witness had in his pocket.

J. T. Johnston of the Dominion Type
Foundry told the committee that bis total
sales to the bureau were about $15,000;,10
per cent. of this amount Senecal got. He
usually got money immediately after the re-
ceipt of the check, always going to Toronto
for it.

W. G. Stark, president of the Dominion
Type Foundry, told how his company had
sold between 115,000 and 120,000 pounds of
type to the Government at a cost of. $41,800.
Mr, Stark higd ‘‘interred” that money had
been paid Senecal. He believed so because
**pe probably heard so.” He Had no idea of
the amount paid Senecal. Bookkeeper G. A.
Scott knew all about that, At the time
witness was only vice-president.

*Did you,” asked Mr, Lister, ‘“‘ever give
Senecal any money yourseift” ‘“Yes, I gavo
him a check for $200 in my office about a
year ago.” :

Sam Beatty admitted that he had received
$200 from Mr. Patterson for putting a con-
wract through.

A TWENYY MILE SWATH OF FIRE.

Terrible Destruction Wrought by Prairie
Fires in South Dakota,

Sioux FaLLs, 8.D., Sept. 1.—One thousand
squéare miles of rich farming land in Faulk
county, 200 miles northwest of here, are
blaek with smouldering ashes, and hundreds
of thousands of bushels of grain and tons of
hay have gone up insmoke. The fire was
the worst ever known in Dakota. A spark
from a steam threshing machine near Faulk-
ton ignited the dry stubble and in a short
time the flames had spread over a stretch of
20 miles wide and were rushinE over the

rairie. Nothing could stop them and a
grisk southeast wind was blowing and car-
ried the sparks for -a half-mile. Dozens of
farm houses standing on the open prairie
were swept away with their outiying build-
ings. ‘The burned disiricts cover an area 20
miles by 50, and in all that territory there is
not & tree or a hay stack or a herd of cattle
which escaped. So far no loss of life is re-
ported, but at least 1000 - persons are home-
less and the loss of property is incalculable.
