THE PRINOCE’'S FORMER MARRIAGE
Official Denial of the Story-—Name of “The

the Duke of York had contracted a secret
marriage some three years ago with the
daughter ot a distinguished naval officer it

It is that of Sir Michael Culme Seymour,
who has just been appointed to succeed the
ill-fated Sir George Tryon as commander-in-
chief of the British naval forces in the Medi-

The lady referred to is his eldest daughter,
Mary, now about 2 years of age, and, ac-
cording to the current gossip in Mayfair and
Pall Mall, a sum of $300,000 has been settled
upon her by the Queen. Her father's some-
what unexpected promotion to the Medi-
terranean command, and the knighthood
conferred upon rge Lewis, who is re-
ported to have besn the lawyer entrusted

He has been ex-
amined repeatedly by experts since 1883,

Dr. Blandford, Sir J. R. Bennett and Dr.
Tuke after making examinations agreed that
Dr. Gallagher was merely simulating mental
and physical illness. ‘T'he prisoner’s know-
ledge of medicine, they said, énabled him to
do this with exceptional cleverness,

Sir James Bennett’s private report, made
in 1889, stated that he tound Gallagher din-
ing off chicken and potatoes, for he had
feighed stomach troubles so well that the
prison officials bad concluded he was unable
to digest ordinary prison fare.

The latest report made by Dr. Tuke says
that at last Gallagher bas been induced to
give up bis simulation of insanity and go to
work with the other prisoners. He, is now,
