: What the Witness Saw. i

In describing the position of the
body, witnegs said it was lying to the
south east of the glevator ‘shaft. The
head was lying about 2 1-2 feet from
the nedrest point of the elevator shaft,
with the feet extending southeast. The
weight was lying up against the east
side of the weight shaft. The basement
was so dark, the witness was obliged
te wait for'a few moments before he
could distinguish objects distinctly. He
saw no buffer block around. The body
was lying on the bagck, the,leftt side of
the face down and the righf side up.
The left hand was lying on the floor
‘and the'right hand across the breast.
There were no gloves on the hands and
no glasses or spectacles on the face.

Statemcents Made by the Hyamses

‘Witness waited until Coroner Aikins
arrived. He had been there about 20
minutes when the corgner came. One
of the prisoners told fne witness that
the weight had fallen and killed Wells.
He also told Dr. Aikins the same
story. To refresh Mr, Humphrey's
memory as to the exact words of the
conversation of that occasion, Mr. Os-
ler had recourse to the testimony o+ the
Wwitness given before the Police Mag-
istrate. Mr. Lount jumped to his feet
and said he “decidedly objected” to the
course pursued by Mr. Osler in this
matter. A brief argument followed,
with the ruling of His Lordship in
favor of the Crown counsel. Contin-
uing, Mr. Humphrey said that one of
the prisoners told the coroner that the
weight came off the hook and fell
from the shaft. Just how it struck
Wells they did. not know, but they
heard the weight fall, and they sup-
posed Wells was looking up the shaft
at the time. With another reference
to the Police Court depositions to re-
call the conversation in the cellar on
the morning of the tragedy, the wit-
ness said it was stated to the coroner
by one of the prisoners that the weight
fell from the third floor.

Condition of the Body.

In speaking of the condition of the
body, the witness said that apart from
the neck and head there was not a
bruise or break. ;

Witness agreed with Dr. King that
the head was of a conical shape, but
stated that the apex of the cone was
to the face, and not to the back of
the skull. There was a break over the
right eye, large enough to admit the

Aaying in of two fingers. The right
eye was not visible, having been driven
in. The left eje was protruding as a
result of the pressure from the other
side. The top of the head was split
down the centre and across. The legs
were lying out almost perfectly
straight. The clothes were in a nat-
ural position, not disarranged. Brain
matter was exuding from the head, buf
the witness did not notice any on the
floor. There was a pool of blood about
the head, but witness did not notice
any anywhere else. The body was pre-
pared for burial, and afterwards in-
terred at Oshawa. Mr Osler was be-
ginning to question the witness as to
the exhuming of the body, with a view
to proving that the skull produced in
court was that of Wells. To save time
Messrs. Johnson and Lount admitted
the fact.

That Polite Injunection :

Mr. Osler then asked the witness ¥
he remembered receiving = message
from the prisoners just prior to the ap-
pearance of the article™in The World
which a few days later led to the ar-
rest of the prisoners. Expressman Fox
delivered the message to the witness.
Mr. Osler requested Mr. Humphrey
now to repeat the words of the mes-
sage, which at the last trial Were
shown to be: “Dallas says to keep your
mouth shut.” .

Cross-Examination.

Questioned by Mr. Johnston, Witness
Humphrey stated that he first thought
of the conversation had with the Hy-
amses in the fatal cellar when the body
first was taken to his morgue and again
when the matter was reopened in the
columns of The World in January, 1895,
When in the fatal cellar he was paying
attention to all that transpired and
what was said, though not par-
ticularly so, as he was there attend-
ing to business. ” Will swear that it

~was one of the Hyamses who stated
that the weight had fallen three
stories. 3

At this point Mr. Johnston commenec-
ed to pick flaws in the witness’ testi-
mony as compared with the latter’s
statements at the former trial, wherein
he appeared unable to determine Just
who it was who had made the remarks
concerning the falling of the Weight,
Counsel and witnesses became engaged
in a little wordy entanglement, but His
Lordship poured on the troubled waters

€ necessary oil and explained to the
witness that in cross-examination,

" counsel were justified in asking ques-
tions that oftentimes may seem to be
“impudent or absurd.”
The Witness Backs Up a Little.

When matters had become straight-
ened out again Mr. Humphrey explain-
ed that he had never regarded the dis-
tance the weight fell as of ‘any great
importance, and that he might now be
mistaken in having: attributed the
source of his information on that score
“to the Hyamses. Mr. Johnston thought
the point of the greatest interest to
the defence, and induced the witness,
to state that he could not tell who it
was who had made the remark—Hy-
ams, Fox or Dr. Aikins.

More Defects in Memory.

The witness could not remember hay-
ing been alone with the remains of the
deceased while in the Colborne-street
cellar. and could not say positively as
to the clothing worn by the deceased.
He did not make any particular exam-
ination of the weight Shaft and knew
nothing of the blood stained buffer
block referred: to bLDr. King, Will
not swear concerning exact position of
weight when saw it in the cellar, but
think. it was slightly tilted, bearing
agalnst the elevator shaft on the south
side. Saw no other marks or blood on
the man with the twounded hands
(Harry Hyams) when in the cellar.
Remember some one saying that he
heard the weight fall, but don’t know
who. Did not make any reference to it
in former examination because was not

" asked. Itoccurred to me that I should
have told it when on the stand before,
but I was asked so many things that
it slipped my mind. The same excuse
was given for his fdilure to relate the
point in his Police Court testimony.
‘Was positive, however, that the re-
mark had -been made, but had failed
to remember it when testifying before.

Because liis Stomach Told Him So.

“How do you know it was about 12
o'clock noon when you first went to
the Colborne-street cellar on January
16, 1893?” asked Mr. Johnston, branch-
ing off on a new tack, after having
tested the witness’ memory on certain
other matters.

“Because it was dinner time; my men
had gone home and I heard the clocks
strike 12 times as I stepped out on to
Yonge-street,” replied the witness. The
attorney tried to break the witness
down on this important point, but did
not succeed, Mr. Humphrey giving as
a further reason that the cravingg of a
neglected stomach also told him it Wwas
past his dinner hour. During the
course of this examination the clock at
St. James’ Cathedral, had chimed out
the noon hour, and the attorney
thought it a matter of great moment
that the witness had not heard it. Mr.
Humphrey replied that he had been
paying special attention to his exam-
iner and had not heard the bell, but
knew-it was very close to the middle
of the day. 4

Not Much of an Artist.

This was the only
occasion on which he heard any con-
versation about'the accident or how
it occurred.

The Rig Expressman Testifies.
Joseph Fox, the man whose> testi-
mony covers a wider range than that
of any other of rown’s long list
of witnesses, touching as it does upon
almost every phase of the Crown’s
case, was next called. Fox said he was
an expressman,usually doing business
from the Melirjda-street express stand.
On the morning of the tragedy he call-
ed at the Colborne-street warehouse.
In answer to Mr. Osler's request the
witness described the external appear-
ance of the building. Two doors, an
east and a west one, lead from the
street. The doors were the ordinary
glass doors with the “Toronto Ware-
housing Co.” painted on the glass. A
large window extended from one door
to another. The glass in the doors was
frosted but he did not recollect about
the frosting on the windows.
The Doors Were Locked. ;
On the morning ip_question he went
(to the west door anu found it locked.
He then tried the east door and found
it locked also. He was turning to go
away, when Harry Hyams came to
the east door and called him back. Wit-
ness went inside, and noticed H. T.
Hyams’ hands had some blood on them.
Witness asked what was the matter,
Hyams answered: “We havé had an
awful accident and Willle Wells is
killed.” Witness asked how it happen-
ed and Hyams answered: “We were
doing something to the elevator and
it broke loose and killed Willle. Wit-
ness started for the basement to see
for himself and Hyams told him not
to go until the coroner came. Hyams
told the witness that Dr. King had
been there.. Witness went into the
basement and saw the body lying on
the face with the back uppermost, It
was lying he thought with the head
about two feet from the foot of the
weight shaft. The legs extended to-
wards the southeast. The body was
lying perfectly flat on the stomach
with the right side of the face turned
slighfly upwards.

The two pieces of iron which were
used by the prisoners as light weights
for the elevator, were lying, on the
morning of the tragedy, in the base-
ment, near the south east corner of
the elevator shaft.
