Examinations for First Class Certi­
ficates May be Divided Into 

Four Parts.
The Education Department has further 

important changes in the existing regu­
lations under consideration.

In view of the position generally held 
that, with the enacted and the further 
proposed increases to the teacher’s re­
muneration, none but holders of first-class 
professional certificates should be allowed 
to act as principals of graded public- 
schools, it is planned to further divide the 
examinations under which teachers 
actively engaged in their work can dbtain 
this qualification.

At the present time the first class certi­
ficate can be obtained in two parts, the 
examination for each year being a year 
apart. It is further proposed to divide 
the examination, 111 order that it may be 
taken in three, or, possibly four, parts. 
This privilege, however, will only be ac­
corded those at present holding second- 
class certificates, who are actually engag­
ed in teaching and a consequently at a 
disadvantage in preparing their work for 
the examination.

The trend ot coming departmental 
changes will be emphatically towards bet­
ter qualification and increased salary.

Damages Against The Townships.
Toronto, Sept. 6.—Judgment has been 

handed out awarding Duncan Campbell 
and his wife $500 and $1,500 damages re­
spectively against the Townships of Brooke 
and Metcalfe.

Campbell and his wife were driving 012 
the town line, on March 29, when owicc, 
to a defect in the road, they were thrown 
out of their carriage and both injured,

Campbell claimed $3.000 nud his wife 
claimed $5.000 damages.

The accident out of which the action 
arose occurred on March 24th last, on the 
townline between Brooke and Metcalfe, 
near the 6th con. Plaintiff’s rig went 
over a small hill, and they were injured 
in the upset. The case was, tried at the 
spring assizes in London before Justice 
Falconbridge, and decision given as above 
at Osgoode Hall last week.
