EUROPE.

Benuin, Aug. 23.—Tho « North German
Gazette” confirms the statement that the
note from the Porte relative to rectifica-
tion of the Greek fronticr, was communi-
cated to the Government on Thursday.

If approved, will be sign-
ed in a few days.

The * Tagblatt” says General Petrovics,
with 8,400 Montenegrins, has opened fire
on Podgoritza. Turks defended the city.
Prince Nicholas of Montenegro started for
Podgoritza with ten battalions. The For-
eign Consuls at Scutari have gone to en-
deavor toarrange a peaceable scttlement
of the new complication.

Loxpox, Aug. 24.—It is stated that a
new Turkish loan of 5,000,000 pounds
sterling is in contemplation, to be guaran-
teed by the British Governmeont, who would
probably undertake the arrangement of the
finances of Asia Minor.

The Amanlis, an Albanian tribe, are pre-
paring to defend their territory against the
Servians. The latter are wassing troops
near Uranja, and war is probable.

The ¢¢ Times” publishes the full text of
the T'urkish diplomatic note, substantially
as telegraphcd on the 16th inst. It con-
cludes by expressing & conviction that
Europe will never jeopardize peace by fol-
lowing the dangerous path pointed out by
Greece.

UNITED STATES.

New Yorg, Aug. 23.—Latest despatches
indicate that yellow fever is increasing
with alarming rapidity. At Memphis in
the last twenty-four hours there . were 45
new cases and 10 deaths. The Board of
Health has declared the disease epidemic,
and all who can are requested to leave the
city. :
There wero forty deaths at Vicksburg in
the last two days, and fifty new cases were
reported yesterday. The mortality still
increases at New Orleans, and at other
points there is no abatement of the dis-
case.

A Grenada special says the negroes are
falling like sheep, and the whites have no
sympathy for them, as they have shown
none for the whites. Canton, Mississippi,
1s depopulated ; only 100 left out of a po-
pulation of 3,500. All the quarantined
towns are suffering for the- common neces-
saries of life. Bacou is selling at twenty-
six cents per pound.

Nzw Yoex, Aug. 23.—The news from
the South this morning shows no abate-
in the yellow fever scourge. The mortali-
ty at Memphis yesterday was the lurgest
since the appearance of the malady, 26 in-
terments having occurred. At New Or-
leans there were 164 new cases and 33
ths, a slight d In Vicksburg,
since the 12th inst., upwards of four hun-
dred and fifty cases are reported and nine-
ty deaths, There were 22 interments yes-
terday.

The situation at Grenada is represented
as one of the most horrible doscription.
The dead are no longer being buried in
the grave-yards, but in the ficlds and even
in front of the houses in which the deaths
occur.

Lucerns, Switzerland, July 25, 1878.
FanMer HARDSCRABBLE,

You see by heading where I am. Well,
on the morning of the 23rd inst., our party
took leave, of BadensBaden at 8 o'clock, a.
m., and ran by train direct to Schaffansen
on the upper Rhine, nearly the whole of
the distance, (230 miles,) having the hills
of the famous Black Foreston our near left
hand, and the expansive valley of the great
Rhine on our right; our route being south-
ward, and ¢ up the Rhine" as we say. The
Black Forest is simply a high and wood-
ed mountain, interrupted with gorges or
narrow valleys, and chiefly wooded with
spruce and fir trees, which gives the tract
of country the appellation it bears. About
twenty miles or less from Baden, the low-
er portions of the mountain sides were
spread out with vineyards, the invariable
rule in vine culture, as I observed it from
the commencement of the vine districts
above Cologne, being to planton the west-
ern slopes of the mountains, and never on
the level valley districts or on the eastern
slope of mountain sides. The extent of
grape culture along the western slopes of
the mountains which bound the valley of
the Rhine on the east will excite the won-
der of any traveller through that part of
Europe. The whole range of mountain
slope for the distance of seventy miles be-
low Bicbrick, where I lett the steamer and
passed inland three miles to Wiesbaden, is
planted with vines, and from & point about
twenty miles from Baden where we ap-
proached near enough to view the eastern
slopes of the Black Forest hill sides, up to
the town of Shchafthausen, the eye roams
over immense and continunous vineyards
the whole distance. The full extent of
this class of husbandry I cannot yet des-
cribe, as we are proceeding through grape
districts. We, in Nova Scotia, have no
adequate conception of the productiveness
and extent of the level country commonly
called the valley of the Rhine. Indeed,
the whole distance from Antwerp to Brus-
sels, and from Brussels to Cologne, by way
of Liege and Aix La’Chapelle is one vast
cultivated field, not an acre of the vast
areas of level land is pormitted to fail in
yielding its quota of food for man and
beast. Standing on the monumental hill
of the great battle-ficld of Waterloo, four-
teen miles from Brussels, on the whole ex-
tent of country as far as unaided vision ex-
tends, heavy crops of wheat, rye, barley,
oats, and every varicty of green crops are
seen growing, except 8 small portion of the
ground yiclding grass, and I may mention
that the most inferior of all the crops is
grass. The dead level of the vast valley
of the Rhine after leaving Hieldelburgh,
on the river Necker, which flows into the
Rhine, there being very little undulation
of the surface between the mountain
ranges which bound it on the west and
